“Ihere was no question as to who
had won the fight until the start-
ling and amazing decislon was ren-
dered. And it must be recorded here
that it was one of the worst decis-
jons in the history of the heavy-
weight game.

“Charley Mathison, one of the
judges, voted for Schmeling. Ref-
eree Gunboat Smith and George
Kelly, the other judge, voted for
Sharkey. :
“Figuring every punch carefully,
I gave Schmeling eight rounds,
Sharkey four and the other three
even. And this count was below
the average in Schmeling’s favor.
“From start to finish it was an
old-fashioned pillow fight. More
than 70,000 spectators paid in $400,-
