Sir,—In your issue of July 26th, in
,the course of an editorial in which
you appeal to the people of this pro-
vince for machine guns for the con-

,tingents now under training, you give

one the impression that unless the -

people provide the guns our Cana-
dian soldiers will be obliged to meet
the Germans, who you say have a
superiority of four times the number
of machine guns over the British. It
is' pretty generally understood that
lack of munitions hag prevented the
Allies from taking a more pronounced
'offensive movement in the western

However, you surely do not
say that unless enough is
,subscribed to purchase big guns, our
heroic soldiers shall have to fight at
disadvantage. Too much
lpralse cannot be "given the various
committees for their efforts on behalf
{of the various funds; they are deserv-
ing of the highest praise. But it is
unreasonable to ‘assume that our sol-
diers shall have to face the foe with-
out the necessary equipment, simply
because those who remain at home
are so unpatriotic as not to provide
them with same. It is true there has
not been enough machine guns, but it
is certainly not true that British sol-
diers have been sent into the firing
line unprepared. Nor does anyone be.
lieve that the Canadian soldiers (the
best in the world) shall be in a simi-
lar condition. If the allied armies be
without gums, etc., it is simply be-
cause they cannot be procured. No-
thing, to my mind, would hinder re-
cruiting more than to give tHe public
the impression that the soldiers who
are giving their lives shall not be giv-
en a fair chance when called upon to
uphold the glorious reputation won
by those who have gone before them.,
Britain’s big war loan will buy all the
machine guns necessary. It is simply
a question of how fast they can be
turned out. The Canadian Govern-
ment will also see to it that the sol-
diers who leave our shores shall have
ample supplies of all that is necessary,
that is, if same can be got. Surely
no one thinks that too much is being
given the different patriotic funds,
but it should be understood that none
of the Allied Governments will send
men to the front without the neces-
sary equipment, even If enough has
not been raised by the funds.

TURKS WoULD
WELCOM PEACE

Geneva, via Paris, July 27—Ned-
jemkden Effendi, the Turkish Minis-
ter of Justice, who came jo Switzer-
land last week by way of Vienna, has
been operated on for appendicitis at
the Hospital of Dr. Roux in Lausanne.
| An attempt by the Associated Press to
secure an interview with the minister
concerning the situation in Turkey
brought forth a note from Nedjemk-
den that he was ill and unable to dis-
cuss his country’s affairs.

The correspondent, however, talked

with Fassun Effendi, who came to
Switzerland with Nedjemkden, and
who gave denial to reports that he

and Nedjemkden were here, invested
with official powers, to open separate
peace negotiations with the Triple
Entente powers.

“Turkey did not desire this war,”
said Fassun Effendi, “and would glad-
ly see the arrival of peace, but  all
recent rumors concerning Turkey
seeking a separate peace are untrue.”

Asked what was the object of the
visit of himself and Nedjemkden, Fas-
sun Effendi said that it was due pri-
marily to the necessity of an operation
on Nedjemkden and secondarily that
they might spend a holiday in Swit-
zerland after the great strain both had
been under since the commencement
of the war. With regard to the stop-
page of the passage of ammunition to
Turkey by Roumania, Fassun said:
“In such a situation Turkey naturally
cannot have an abundance of ammu-
nition, but we are working. hard at
Constantinople, which is strongly for-
tified and can hold out for a long
time. Evidently nobody can predict
the end. The Turkish soldiers are
fighting with the greatest heroism,
realizing that it is a question of life
and death and that if we are defeated
our national liberty will be ended.
The late Balkan war was a war of in-
justice, because Turkey gave more
liberty to its Macedonian subjects
than they now enjoy."”

Tassen Hussan Bey, former Turkish
Governor of Saloniki, also is in Lau-
sanne. He predicted a long war, but
declared that the Austro-Germans in
the end would win.

OPERATIONS AT
DARDANELLES

(Special to the Guardian.)

PARIS, July 28.—Official—In the
Dardanelles there is nothing to re-
port with the exception of some slight
progress on the part of our troops on
our right wing, together with the
activity by the French aviator, who
bombarded successfully the new avia-
tion camp of the enemy to the north
of Cuanak.

ROYAL CANADIAN REGI-
MENT TO FRONT; THE
38th TO GO TO BERMUDA

OTTAWA, July 27.—The 38th Ot
tawa Battalion, Lieut.-Col. Edwards
of Ottawa commanding, has received
orders to relieve the Royal Canadian
Regiment  of the permanent force
which has been doing garrison duty at
Hamilton, Bermuda, since the war
broke out. The R. C. R. will proceed '
to the front immediately, it being in a
high state of efficiency. The 38th will
complete its training on the island,
and will later be relieved by another
regiment of the Canadian expedition-
ary force. The officers and men of the
Royal Canadian Regiment have been
urging that they be sent to the front,
The 38th will be presented with
colors here on Sunday afternoon when
it arrives from Kingston en route to
Bermuda.
