The cold pack method of cann-
ing is so named because the pro-
ducts i cool when placed in tne
containen Fruits and vegetables
canned by this method are select-
ed and prepared and then sterliz-

ed for a certain period of time

There are 13 distinct steps in the

process.

1—Select the products for size

and oolor,
2—Prepare by stemming or
stringing or peeling.
3—Wash the product carefully.

4—Blanch all vebetables and , Huckleberries
hard fruits by placing in boiling

water for at least three minutes.
