GEORGETOWN, June 1—The pre-
liminary -hearing in the case
of the King vs. Wm. W. Molyneaux
of Milltown Cross, .¢harged with the
murder of his wife on May 4th last,
came up before Stipendiary Magis-
trate James H. Reddin at the Court
House, Georgetown, to-day.

G. 8. Inman and J. J. Johnstone,
K. C., appeared for the prosecution
and Jas. C. Stewart, of the firm of
Mathieson, McDonald and Stewart,
for ‘the prisoner.

Particulars of , the facts connected
with the case have appeared in The
Guardian from time to time. The
court-room was crowded all day with
spectators who followed the various
stages of the proceedings with the
deepest interest.

The prisoner, who listened atten-
tively to the evidence given by the
different witnesses, is a man appar-
ently between the age of thirty-five
and forty years, of medium build,
with a short, light moustache and
sallow combplexion.

The trial commenced at 11.50
o'clock and after the reading of the
information Mr. Inman rose to make
an application that ' during the trial
all witnesses be excluded from the
court-room except those under.exam-
ination. This request was granted.
On motion of Mr. Johnston the medi-
cal witnesses who were to give ex-
pert testimony were: allowed to re-
main in court. {

The first witness ¢alled and sworn
was Henry Campbéll, examined by
Mr.. Inman and ; testified ag
follows:—I live at !Milltown Cross.
Have' been acquainted
with the prisoner for some ten or
fifteen years. Have geen the prison
er's wife, once in a Wwhile. They have
heen married about ten years. The
prisoner lives on the opposite side of
the road from us, about 23 or 24
chaing from our place. I remember
the 4th day of May. Was fencing
that day to the east of Molyneaux
with David McKearney. I went to
work in the morning and went home
to dinner and tea. When I was home
to tea 1 learned something about
the Molyneaux’s from my wife (wit-
ness was not allowed to state what
it was he had heard). Went to work
after tea and worked until dark at
the same place.

" WASHINGTON, May 32— The re-
cent decisions of the Supreme Court
in -the Standard Oil and American
Tobacco Co. cases will result in  a
gweeping attempt to secure criminal
conviction of violators of the anti-
trust law, according to Attorney
General Wickersham who appeared
today before the House Committee
on expenditures in the Department of
Justice.
NOW WILLING TO CONVICT.

Mr. Wickersham was asked why
the Government thus far had failed
to lodge any ‘‘trast magnates’’ in
prison, !

“We have done the best we could’
he said,”’ but there has been an un-
willingness on the part of the juries
and courts to sentence men to pris-.
on under the anti-trustlaw, - until
the Supreme Court laid down its de-
finite constrnetion in the two cases
just decided, - this reluctance was
well understood, for the law has al-
ways been open to question, and has
been construed in different ways by
dificrent courts. Juries are becoming
more willing now however, to convict
and judges who have been reluctant
to impose prison penalties now have
the Supreme Court decision to sus-
tain them.’’
