Says U,53 Transgressed
) the Monroe Doctrine

PARIS, Oct. 15, ia London. — The
German submarine U-53 made a
breach in the Monroe Doctrine by
sinking vessels off the New England
coast, and it remains to be seen
whether the United States will “sus-
tain the celebrated American tradi-
tion, or let it be cast aside," accord-
ing to Jean Herbette, military strat-
egist and writer on international af-
fairs.

“Urance is only a disinterested
spectator in the debate,” said M. Her-
bette, “because it. makes little differ-
ence to her whether the Germans op-
erate on one side of the Atlantic or
the other, but it will produce a great
change in the political equilibrium of
the world if the doctrine shall he abh-
rogated hy President Wilson.
Jeffersonian maxim against European
interference on the other side of the
Atlantic applies, in fact, to American
waters as well as to the continent it-
self, and when President Minroe was
formulating his doctrine to prohibit
European powers from controlling the
destiny of the American people, he
opposed naval as well as military con-
trol.  One cannot he tolerated’ with-
out opening the door to the other.”

Russians Capture :
: a Turkish Transport

PETROGRAD, Oct. 15, via London.
The Russian submarine Tulen, on Oc-
tober 12, after an engagement near
the' Bosphorus, captured the Turkish
six thousand ton armed war transport
Roditsto, says a Russian official state-
ment. The transport, which was com-
manded by German officers, was tak-
en to Sebastopol. The statement
reads:

“Black Sea: On Oct. 12 our subma-
rine Tulen, under command of Lieut.
Commander Kitytzin, captured near
the Bosjhorus, after an hour’'s unequal
artillery engagement, the Turkish
armed war transport of 6,000 tons dis-
placement. The ransport was under
command of German officers, and de-
spite the damage which it sustained
during the engagement was safely es-
conted to Sebastopol. The transport
captured was named' the Doditsto.”

Sept. 24, 1916.

Dear mother,—Here 1 am in Eng-
land, with very little the matter with
me. | got pretty well shaken up in
the big push on 'the Somme, and had
te come out, so they sent me over
here for a slight operation. I'm all
right now, never felt bhetter in my
life, and expect to go hack in a few
weeks,

Our fellows did fine work on the
night of the 15th, when they took
Courcellette. 1 wa$ in with the P. P.
. L. L, and the 42nd Canadian High-
landers, they belong to the 7th Brig-
ade, and' we are all proud of the 7th
Brigade. It would be impossible to
try and describe the battle. [tr was
one continuous roar and crash, men
dead and dying all around, but we
were advancing, and' that make a
great difference. The walking wound-
ed were fine, some of them passing
us smiling and joking on their way to
the dressing station. 1 was never so

Meeting in New York,

Canadian Priess Despatch)

NEW YORK, Oct. 16—With tumult-
uous enthusiasm and prolonged cheer-
ing followed by the singing of the
National Anthem, the Venizelcs par-
ty in America was formed yesterday
afternoon at a meeting of more than
3,000 Greeks in the hall of the pan-
Hellenic unionat 56 west Thirtieth
Street, -Greeks from all over the city
and nearby cities attended the meet-
ing. It was stimated that mcre
than 10,000 flocwed to the union, and
those who could not getinto the hall
held overflow meetings cn the side
walk. All were insistent that the old
government of Greece had tried to
betray their country and that Ven-
izelos wag destined to be its saviour.
When the call fer funds for the as-
sistance .of Venizelos was sent out in
the hall more than $4,000 was sub-
scribed in less than ten minutes. So
great was the enthusiasm and so
earnect were the patriots that a lit-
