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PROCRESS OF CANADA
IN THE CENTURY.

Volume IX of the valuable Nineteenth
Century Series published by the Linscott
Publishing Company, London, Toronto
and Philadelphia, has been received. It
deals with the Progress of Canada in the
Century. The volume is uniform with
those of the series previsusly issued and
reviewed in these columns. The auther
is J. Castell Hopkins F. S. S. who is so
favorably known to Canadian readers
that his im.me on a titlepage affords a
guarantee of more than crdinary merit
in the book, Mr. Hopkins has in this
instance brought to his task the vigor,
clearness, the painstaking care, the calm
but decided judgement, and the know-
ledge of Canadian history, and conditions
which bave characterised his previous
works on Canadian subjects.
As a setting for the story of the cen
tury’s progress the author in his first
chapter rapidly sketches three centuries
of British North American history, cover-
ing the period from Cabot’s eventful voy-
age down to the close of the 18th century.
This chapter is included in the first grand
division of the book, dealing with the
Formation of the Provinces, to which.in

Pioneer Work and Settlement; Elements
in the Making of a Nation; the War of
1812-15—an admirably clear, engaging and
just, while neeessarily condensed nar-
ration of that evemtiul pe.iod; Early
Social Conditions in British America;
Early Educational Development; the
Foundations of Religious Progress; Early
Transportasion', Trade and General Pro-
gress; the Foundations of Government;
the BEvolution of ‘a Rebellion, and, Out of
the Rebellion into the Union (of 1841).
Each of these chapters affords an excel-
iend elucidation of the subjects indieated
in the tisles, and we cite them here in
order to give the better idea of the scope
and thoroughness of the entire work.

Hopkins has
succeeded in treating them with a rare
treedom from party bias and with a sound
and discriminating judgment. In this
third division the history deals more
largely with political men and parties
than in tha preceding grand divisions of
the work, and the leading men of the
tederation era and since in the federal
and provincial aremas respectively are
brought under review, but other features
of the national lifeare giventheip just
measure of consideraticn. Tha comple-
tiom of the Intercolonial and Canadian
Pacific Railways, the adoption of & pre-
tective policy, the external relations of
the Dominion, the vast expansion of

our growth in education and li‘erature
and finally the people aad the country as
they were at theend of the century are

represented in true and well b 1inced pen
pictures that are at once in.t ucsive and
engagin g.

The volume throughout is admirable in
its tone and spirit. It is thoroughly
Canadian, and at the same time British,
but accords kindly and just treatment to
our older and more recent enemies or
rivals, French or American. It is a good
book for Canadians, for Englishmen and
Americans also to read, and will help
them all to a better understanding of
each other. And we trust it may do much
to strengthen the faith of each Province
in its sister Provinee and of all Canadians
in the bright future which awaiis the
Dominion. Mr. Hopkins has done his
work well, and its advent is simely.
