French Pursuit Pilot Successful
Against Three Enemy Fighters

PARIS, Oct. 13— (AP)—A sudden calm prevailed
over the northern flank of the western front tonight after
five days of repeated German forays which were succes-
sively checkmated by the French forces.

The German attacks, which had been increasing in’

strength, halted abruptly yesterday, the French reported.
Suspicions were aroused because the Germans had attacked
during bad weather then suddenly let up as skies cleared

over the westérn front.

Military reports said only eight small German patrols
had been seen in no-man’s-land between the Maginot and
Siegfrled Lines in 24 hours and these were made up of four

or five men each,

LONDON, Oct. 13 —(CP Cable)—
The army has gone demccratic uni-
der Teslie Hore-Belisha, Britain's

A few small French reconnais-
sance groups were. sent into the
woods of Hardt Mountains mid-

Zweibruecken and the Fiench town
of Wissembourg, but the French
sald this was the only activity
along . the entire 100-mile stretch
of the northern flank.

German  artillery  was  qulet,
French sources said, while German
manes were grounded despite pre-
vailing good flying weather,

French dispaithes said, however,
that one French pilot several days
ago shot down three German
Messerschmidt planes in a single
combat.

STOCKHOLM, Oct. 13—(AP)—
Sweden today invited the Kings of
Denmark and Norway and the

| President of Finland to confer

here next Wednesday on their
countries’ status in the war and at
the same time ordered strength-
ening of the long-friendly border
between Sweden and Finland.

To this frontier, which for
years has been as undefenedd
as the Canadian-United States
border, 10,000 additional men
were reported to have been
sent in the direction of Upper
Morland sector. The move was
described as precautionary a-
gainst possible trouble develop-
ing between Russia and Fin-
1and.

The troop movement followed
closely the conference invitation
by King Gustaf of Sweden.

The communique announcing ac-
ceptance by King Christian of Den-
mark, King Haakaon of Norway
and President Kyosti Kalllo of
Finland said they would be ac-
companied by their Foreign Min-
isters.

It is not immediately disclosed
what specific question: were to be
discussed, but the fact that Pres-
ident Kellio’s homeland is at »res-

Slow Wheat
Buying Is
Causing Goncern

OTTAWA, Oct. 13— Increasing
‘concern is being shown in the
capital over the wheat crisis creat-
ed in Canada by an almost total
lack of British buying since the
war started.

The lack of even normal British
buying when Canada is holding a
big carry-over from last year and
a bumper 1939 crop, is creating a
situation which growers, aealers
and government alike are watcn-
ing with increasing apprehension.

One purpose in the British pol-
icy might be to buy in wheat from
distant parts now, leaving Canad-
ian wheat for consumption later in
the war, it has been suggested.
Political purpose in huying f{rom
countries like Rumania and Argen-
tina is also suggested. Or Britain
may be buying merely where prices
are lowest, keeping in mind the
world surplus

The result as far as Candian
wheat is concerned, in any case, is
to keep prices right down where
they have been for weeks. Even
May wheat is heing quoted at 78|
cents today, making dollar wheat
a dim prospvect on this year's crop.
