‘Eternal” refers to the quality of
ne new life which comes to us
tom God. Well, it does mean the
<nd of life that can be lived
n God, but this life is timeless;
¢ is hved in union with God here
wd  herecafter. What we call
jcath cannot touch it: as Jesus
aid in John 11:26. “He who lives
and believes in me shall never

die

Blossom Sunday is a great day
. the Niagara Peninsula. The
ragrance and beauty of those
slossoms delight the hearts of all
srivileged to see them. Each
slossom has the capacity for de-
velopment into fruit, but that
slessom must be fertilized or i
Jlooms in vain, According to
John, there is in every person the
wpacity for eternal life, but that
apacity has to be fertilized by
‘he direct act of God. As Jesus
jaid in John 3:5-6, “Except one
»e born of watar and of the spirit,
se cannot enter the Kingdom of
God. That which is born of the
flosh is flesh, atd that which is
porn of the Spirit is Spirit.” Al
through this first Epistle John
echoes this saying of  Christ's,
“Everyone wha does righteousness
ls begotten of God” (1 John 2:29).
“Everyone who loves is begotten
nf God and knows God” (I John
¢7). “Behold what manner cf
love the Father has given us
that we should be called children
nf God. And we are.” (I John 3:D.
It all means that this life, lived
in union with God, is not possible
apart from God. It is God's gift
to men. It is life in union with
the Life-giver.

How do we receive it? Paul's
answer was, “Believe on the Lord
Jesus Christ and thou shalt be
saved” (Acts 16:31). This is just
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another way of stating Christ's
own answer to this question as
old as Christianity, “What must
1 do to be saved?” “As Moses
lifted up the serpent in the wil-
dern_ess S0 must the Son of Man
be lifted up in order that every-
one believing in Him may have
cternal life.” (John 3:14-15.)

AThls life is a present posses-
sion. Jesus' own words express
this perfectly. “He who hears my
word and believes in Him Who
sent me has eternal life, and
does not come into judgment, but
has passed from death into life"
(John 5:24),

: 'Here death is set
over against judgment; whatever
the judgment may mean to the

believer, it cannot mean that his
salvation will ever be called in
que§tlon; when we believe in
Christ as Saviour and accept Him
as Lord, our destiny is settled at
once and forever. Hence John
echoes the Master's saying when
he writes. “We know that we
have passed from death unto life
because we love the brethren” (I
John 3:15.)

For the presemt, that life in
the believer's soul is hidden and
in humiliated form, but at Christ's
coming it will burst forth in its
full heavenly splendor. One au-
fumn a summer resident plarted
a few daffodil bulbs in a pocket
of soil on top of a cliff in Mus-
koka. They were dull and unin-
teresting in  appearance. The
next spring mild weather set in
early in April, and about the mid-
dle of the month these people re-
turned to their summer home.
But that day the weather turned
cold suddenly, and they went up
thp lake against a snapping west
wind. As they drew up in the
shelter of that cliff what shou'd
they see but a dozen daffodils
waving in the breeze! Now, the
daffodil life was in those dull and
withered-looking bulbs: they
rould never be anything but dat-
fodils: but in the bulb the glory
of the flower was hidden. Then
the sun in the spring' brought out
thelr beauty and we saw what
they really were.

This is just what John says
about the divine life in the souls
of Christ's people. “Beloved, now
are we children ¥ God, and it
does not yet appear what we
shall be. We know that when He
shall appear we shall be like Him
because we shall see Him as He

vis.” (I John 3:2)

Just put this verse beeide Jesus'
own words in John 11:25-26. “I
am the Resurrection and the
Life; he who believes on me, even
though he die, shall live; and ev-
eryone who lives and believes in
me shall never die.”

Our ground of hope for eternity
is in Christ alone. He conauered
cdeath in our interests, and He
said, “Because I live ye also shall
