Premier Godbout declared in reply that the
500.000 figure was for all of Canada and there
had been fewer sons of farmers in proportion
gone to the war plants and the army from Que-
bee than any other province. This, he said—
and here is the interesting point — “was duc
to the efforts of the Provincial Government
which had enabled the farmers’ sons to stay on
the land last vear. This had enabled the Pro-
ince of Quebee to work to produce food for
armies and the Allied countries.”

How the Godbout Government “worked the
oracle” is not stated, but the Premier seemed to
be proud of his achievement and under no ne-
cessity of keping quiet about it.
