The safe and expeditious handling

There were also
inaugurated. services between To-
ronto, London and Windsor, and
the latter connecting with planes
to e Edward Island and
the Atlantic ports of Halifax and
Saint John. Over a total route mile=
age of nearly 4,000 miles, the T. O.
A. planes are now flying 15000
miles every day, carrying passeng-
ers, mail and express in regular ser-
viceé. Further extensions are planned
to speed up the commerce of the

country.

At sea the vessels of the Cane
adian National Steamships (West
Indies) Ltd. and of the Canadian
Government Merchant Marine Ltd.,
are doing important work in the
import and export activity of the
Dominion and in passenger carry=
ing.
