Montreal Oanadiens took over the
National Hockey League leadership
here tonight, slapping down a fray-
ed and_bedraggled band of Ohicago
Black Hawks 4-1 to step ahead of
the idle Toronto Maple Leafs be-
fore a crowd of 10,431,

oOnce again it was Elmer Lach,
starry  Canadiens centre, who
notched a_pair of goals to lead the
Stanley Qup champions to their
third straight win. Billy Reay and
Murph Chamberlain got the other
canadiens goals, while little Max
Bentley got Chicago’s only counter
on an assist from brother Doug in
the second period.

Only two penalties were handed
out in the game, one going to
Johnny Mariucci of Hawks and the
other to Montreal's Glen Harmon,
but Chicago was outfought and out-
gamed the whole way as
Johnny Gottselig juggled his lines
almost constantly in an effort to
find a winning combination.

Paul Bibeault, though beaten
four times, played a brilliant game
in the Chicago nets, kicking out 33
shots while Canadiens Bill Durnan
had little trouble handling the 14
that came his way.

Billy Reay put Canadiens in
front at 19:57 of the first period
as George Allen and Leo (Gazelle)
Gravelle combined to set him up
from the blueline. Hawks evened
it at 3:13 of the second when the
Bentley boys clicked, but Canadiens
took charge after that.

Lach notched his first goal at 9:18
of the second with Glen Harmon
and Toe Blake getting assists, and
Chamberlain made it 3-1 on a
shoulder high shot at 14:38 after
Jimmy Peters flipped him a pass.

Maurice Richard was trying hard
for a point in the third, and a high
shot of his caught Bibeault in the
face and sent him off for repairs.
The Rocket's efforts finally paid off
late in the period, when he blasted
one at Bibeault and Lach zoomed
in to sink the rebound at 18:17.

Team Of Year

NBW YORK, Dec. 3 — (AP) '—
In a final voting spree, United
States’ sports writers today knock-
ed Army’s cadets off their throne
as kings of the gridiron for the first
time in three seasons, and named
Notre Dame as the “football team
of the year” for 1946.

Reversing their field as a result
of Atmy’s close call against Navy's
fire-eating middies last Saturday,
while the TIrish were wrecking
Southern  California, the sports
writers deposed the careening cad-
ets by the slim margin of 71 points
in the largest vote ever cast in the
Associated Press’ weekly poll.

Actually, however, it wasn’t quite
that close. Of the 184 writers bal-
lotting for their selections for the
top 10 teams, as of the end of the
season last Saturday, 100 voted for
Notre Dame to head the parade, as
against 48 for Army. Nine others,
unable to decide, split their tickets
and called it a tie between the two
outfits which battled to a scoreless
draw three weeks ago—the only
blot on Army's otherwise all-con-
quering three-year run.

Of the other first place nomina-
tions, 23 went to unbeaten, untied
Georgia, in third place in the final
voting for the year; two went to
the all-winning Bruins of the Un-
iversity of California at Los Ang-
eles, who held fourth place, and one
each to up-and-down Texas and
doughty Delaware,

Only once before in their tre-
mendous three-year romp have the
Black Knights of West Point been
out of first place. That came the
first week of this season, when
Texas temporarily ousted them for
& brief one-week period. In the
fina] voting of the last two years
they were far out in front.

This time, however, the Irish got
back on a peacetime basis to bowl
over all their opponents except the
Cadets and roll up the best offen-
sive and defensive records of any
major team in the country — the
first time in history any one out-
fit has been at the head of the class
in both departments.
