ue of $247,356,695 in
1927 Aecording to
Report Just Issued.

OTTAWA, Sept. 21.—Following
the establishment of a new high re-
cord for mineral production of
Canada in 1927 when the total out-
put from all the mining industries
reached a value of $247,356,695, says
a report issued today by the Dom-
inion Bureau of Statistics, the fact
that many of the principal commo-
dities reached higher totals in the
first half of 1928 than were record-
ed in the first half of 1927, points
to a continuance of prosperity in
the mining industry and forecasts
the possibility of new records being
established when the totals for the
present calendar year are compiled.

“The Canadian producer must
remember that when his goods are
sent to Great Britain they will be
sold in competition with products
from all over the world,” stated
Hon. W. M. Lea, Minister of Agri-
culture, in an address last evening
at Freetown Hall on the subject of
his recent visit to Great Britainand
Denmark. “They will be sold for
exactly what they are worth on
grade. The requirements are diffi-
cult, but we must bear in mind ‘al-
ways that those who capture this
i aet und supply it will be getting
a premium on their goods for that
very 'reason.”

Mr. Lea explained the purpose of
the trip, which was to enable an
organized group of farmers and
producers from the different parts
of Canada, with representatives
from the agricultural departments of
each Provincial Government, to visit
|Great Britain and Denmark with a
lview to studying, first, the. British
’market and the different methods
of preparing the products best suit-
ed to that market, and, secondly, to
investigate the production and mar-
keting methods of our chief com-
petitors, the Danes, who have sec-
ured such a foot-hold for their
products in Great Britain.

The itinerary had been carefully
planned by Mr. Whear, of the Can-
adian National Railways, who had
been over the entire. route several
times. Hearty co-operation was re-
ceived from the chief wholesale and
retail business organizations in' the
places visited. Not only were the
delegates ‘shown over the various
industrial plants but in every ' in-
stance literature had been prepar-
ed to take along, outlining ' the
business being done.

The British Market

Mr. Lea in his address described
specifically the requirements of the
British market and its trend at the
present time. He stressed the folly
of sending anything to that market
but what is demanded by the Brit-
ish people themselves. The British
marKet is the greatest market in
the world to take care of our sur-
plus products.

There are 40,000,000 consumers,
and this vast market will absorb, on
the day of its arrival, practically
everything we can send over, paying
cash prices. But we must be con-
tent to take their valuation, and
there is no market in the world

.|that has such extreme fluctuations.

The Britishers will pay a very high
price for what they want, but they
will pay only poor prices for some-
thing which may be just as good
from our standpoint, but which is
not exactly according to their re-
quirements.
