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Maritime Technical College.
A Bill was introduced in the Nova
Scotia House of Assembly the other day
. by Premier Murray, to enable the Gov-
ernment of Nova Scotia to take joint
action with the Governments of New
Brunswick and P. E. Island, in respect to
the establishment of a Maritime Technic-
al College to teach agriculture, horticul-
ture, mining and manual training. This
, Bill limits the Government of Nova Scotia
 to an expenditure on capital aceount in
connection with such institution, of a
sum not exceeding $10,000. It also pro-
vides that If joint action is not found
feasible, the present Provincial Legisla-
tion dealing purely with an Agricultural
, and Horticultural College, shall remain
in force,

The following is the text of the Resolu-

 tion passed by the New Brunswick
| Legislature, in regard to this proposed
- school: ¢
. “Resolved, 1st.—That it is expedient
that the Province of New Brunswick
should unite with the Province of Nova
Scotia and Prince Edward Island in pro-.
viding edueational facilities in the Mari-
time Provinces, for furnishing a technical
training, to prepare the youth of our
country for agricultural, mining, horti-
culture and such other industrial pur-
suits as may from time to time be deemed
desirable, and that such technical insti-
tution, when established, shall include in
the first instances departments of agri-
cuiture, horticulture, mining and manual
or mechanical training.
‘“And further, that His Honor, the
Lieutenant Governor-in-Council be em-
powered to take such action jointly with
the other Provinces as will result in the
establishment of a school of instruction,
having for its object the attainment of
such educational facilities at some point
to be selected and deemed most suitable,
in the Maritime Provinces.”
