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INSPIRING  PATRIOTIC MEETING HELD

RUSSIAN FORCES
DEFEAT AUSTRIANS

Inflicting Severe

Losses on Enemy

and Capturing Many Prisoners.

GENEVA, Juy 17.—via Paris—The
Tribune prints the following despatch
from its correspondent at the front:
Austro-Hungarian forces which at-
tempted to dislodge the Russians from
positions along the Vistula river have
been repulsed with heavy losses, the
Russians, attacking in turn occupied
a mile of Austrian trenches.

Fresh Russian batteries which have
arrived' and which have been posted
on Sereth river have begun to bom-
bard the pasgsage across the Dniester
river south Zalesczcyky obliging the
Austrians to recross the river, their
retreat being converted into a rout
by Russian bayonet attacks.

East of Horbdenka the Austrians
occupying the left bank of the Dnies-
ter, have been dislodged in a fierce
hand te hand struggle.

On the Stripa River the Russians
succeeded in temporarily arresting
the Austrian offensive,

PETROGRAD, July 18— (Official)
~—On Goldingen Mouravievo front the
enemy retained positions on the right
banks of the rivers Windau and Van-
ta and continued his advance in the
direction of Tekum near the Gulf of
Riga, 38 miles west of the city of
Riga and Autz, The enemy’s infan-
try were repulsed in Popeilany Dis-
trict.

Fierce fighting continued on July
15, at the extension of the front of the
right bank of Orzyc. Three of the ene-
my’s regiments attacked the village of
Podossie and captured it. They
crossed the river capturing ‘five of
our guns. The enemy was attacked,
however, by our troops with bayonets
and suffered severely, their guns were
recaptured and the enemy driven out
of the village. Siberian detachments
from Turkestan, fighting against ene-
my forces of double their number
showed high courage. Northwest of
Radom a brigade of Cossacks attack-

ed the Austrian vanguard near the vil-
lage of Morksetz, capturing three of-
ficers, 2,680 men and three machine
guns.

The enemy assumed a general of-
fensive between the Vistula and Bug
Rivers on the night of the 16th. The
enemy's attacks on Poblifie, Wilkolaz
and Bikhova, East Krasnik, were re-
pulsed. On the left bank of the
Vieprz the enemy advanced after de-
sperate fighting. Our troops held the
ground on the evening of the 16th,
laderno and Krasnista front, South
Lubin. The enemy's attacks on Vol-
itza.  on the right bank ef
Vieprz weére repulsed. In Rast Gra-
bovetz Friday night, and the follow-
ing day the enemy penetrated our
wire entanglements several times
but was repulsed each time by fire
and bayonet attacks. South of Gra-
hovetz between Gosheva and the Bug
River the enemy obstinatey attacked
our front at Medelin Maclomenone,
We made successful counter-attacks
in this district. Between the Dniester
and Bug and in the vicinity of the
Dniester fighting continues without
substantial change.

BERLIN, July 18.—Portions of the
army of Gen. Von Buelow have defeat-
ed Russian forces near Autz, where
3,620 men and six guns and three ma-
ghine guns were captured. They are
pursuing the enemy in an easterly di-
rection, Other portions of this army
are going to northeast of Kurshany.
East of that town an enemy advance
position has been stormed. Between
Pissa and Vistula Rivers the Russians
are retreating and the troops of Gen.
Von Schaltz and Von Gallwitz close
behind them. The enemy is attacked
and driven back where he offers re.
sistance in prepared positions. From
the north of the Vistula to Pilicia the
Russians also have begun to retreat.
Our troops in a short engagement dur-
ing pursuit made 61 prisoners,

[TALIANS WIN
FURTHER SUCCESSES

(Special to the Guardian)

ROME, July 18— (Official)—Our
troops are continuing the offensive
begun auspiciously some days ago
against groups of forts near Kalza-
rego and Vallivinallongo and are now
engaged in capturing the high and
difficult region situated between them.
Surmounting yesterday grave diflicul-
ties in Terrain and desperate resis-
tance the enemy reached the line
which stretches from Bois Pass to
Falzarego. summit as far as the slopes
of Lana Pass. Especially brilliant
was the action of our infantry in
fighting for possession of the slopes
which descend to the Lana-Pass, Sal-
esi and Agai, Andrag Valley. Under
a murderous attack they stormed
with the bayonet the enemy's ad-
vanced entrenchments and are now
strengthening the ground. In Esonzo
zone the enemy shows increasing ac-
tivity around Plezzo. They made
numerous weak assaults in the even-
ing of July 15 against.onr positions on
the heights forming the bridge at the
head of Plava but withous result. On
the night of July 16 two of our air-
ships bombarded the enemy’'s works
around Gorizia and the camps on the
nhorthern slopes of Monte San Mi-
chele, Carso, with satisfactory re-
sults.  The airships which were con-
stantly lighted up by flares were se-
verely cannonaded and returned safe-
at dawn.

ELOQUENT SERMON IN
FRST METHGDIT CHUACH

Rev. Mr. Fulton, in the First Me-
thodist Church vesterday delivered a
forceful and eloquent sermon to a
large and appreciative congregation
from the text, Matt. 22 : 21 “Render
therefore unto Caesar the things
Which are Caesar’s and unto God the
things that are God's.”

Among other things, Mr. Fulton
sald, these are things money can not
pay for—Some objected to Canada
taking any part in this war because
we had been rapidly becoming a self-
sustaining country, We pay our cus-
toms dues on all imports from Eng-
land, we support our own soldiers and
steps have been taken toward main-
taining our own navy. But, said Mr,
Fulton, these are things for which
we cannot pay. From the mother-
land we have received the best of our
traditions. British sentiment makes
us great. Our ideals have come to us
from our parents and they in turn ga-
thered them from ancestors in the old
land. In our response to the nation's
call these should be the recognition
that Canada has achieved her great--
ness largely through British backing.
We should begin to pay our debt.
Here the speaker urged a more gen-
erous display of the flag and the pro-
duction of the reverence and devotion
which this display would produce
among the young people.,

To-day the call comes for men,
Can we hope to obtain our dignity
and our position and not respond to
the call? Here Mr, Fulton drew a
word picture of a father fighting the
battle for the homes and strong stal-
wart sons sitting around looking on—
and again of the bhoys ready to go in-
to the fight and the mother holding
them back saying, “No boys, this is
your father's fight, keep out of it. Such
a thing seems unbelievabe yet young
nien are holding back—mothers are
keeping back their sons. Could the
sons of Canada ever look the world

in the face again if they failed to re-
spond to the nation's call?

In closing the speaker made a
strong plea for men to fill the ranks
of the Heavy Battery now being made
up on this Island.

ATTEMPT T0 BLOW (P
CURTISS AVWTION SCHooL

TORONTO, July 16.—To blow up
the hangar of the Curtiss Aviation
School and to destroy four hydro-
planes being used to train airmen for
the British aviation service, is be-
lieved to have been the object of two
unknown men who were discovered
early yesterday at the hangar, tamper-
ing with one of the machines.

SUMARMY
OF WAR
SITUATION

(Special to the Guardian.)

LONDON, July 18.—The Russian
front, running from the Baltic to Bess-
arabia, a distance of nearly a thou-
sand miles, was subjected to violent
attacks by Germans and Austrians
and in places has, according to Ger-
man reports, been pierced. In the
Baltic provinces General Von Buelow,
who is using large forces of cavalry,
crossed the river and s moving
toward Riga. In Przasnyze district
Field Marshall Von Hindenburg, who
is making a fourth attempt to reach
Warsaw, has twice broken the Russian
lines and compelled the defenders to
retire toward Narsw River.

In Southern Poland, after a period
of inactivity, Field Marshal Von Mac-
kenzen- is again on the move and
claims to have captured some Rus-
sian advanced positions which stood
between him and his objective, the
Lubin-Cholm railway. Simultaneously
with these attacks, which are the main
ones, Austro-German armies are on
the offensive west of the Vistula River
in Central Poland and along the
Dniester River in Galicia. As was the
case in the drive through Western
Galicia the Russians are fighting
stubbornly,;and on occasion are turn-
ing and delivering vicious blows at
their opponents. Whether they will
be able to hold their present lines is
problematical. The probability of the
Russians having to evacuate Warsaw,
which is threatened by Von Hinden-
burg in the north and Van Mackenzen
in the south is being discussed. The
possibility of further retreat, however,
is being calmly considered in Russia,
where the old theory that the further
the enemy is drawn into the country
the worse it is for him, buoys up their
hope of final victory. For the present
Berlin is the only capital celebrating,
and again Field Marshal Von Hinden-
burg, whose success in Przsnyaz is
the case of it, is being lauded. With
the enormous number of German
troops being used for the offensive in
the east, the greatest movement ever
undertaken in the history of the war,
military critics here do not look for
any events of outstanding importance
in the west for some time. Official
reports show no important move
undertaken. There have been artil-
ery engagements along the front and
a few infantry attacks. Unofficial
reports refer to fighting on Gallipoli
Peninsula, but these are not confirmed
by the headquarters concerned. News
from that district is anxiously awaiit-
ed, as the expected big effort to clear
the peniWsula of Turks is about due.

FRENCH OFFICIAL RFPORT

(SpTcial to The Guardian)
PARIS, July 18— (Official)—In Ar-
tois the cannonade has diminished in
intensity, Some shells were fired into
the town of Arrag. On the right bank
of the Aisne in the District of Troyen
there has been fighting with mines as
well as a very violent bombardment.
Twenty shells were thrown into
Rheims, one civilian being killed and
one seriously wounded. In Argonne
the day has been relatively calm and
no infantry action occurred. On the
heights of the Meuse the Germans
after last night's  bombardment
launched a violent attack against our
positions from the Calonne trench in
the village of Les Eparges. On the
Southern ridge of Sonvaux they suc-
ceeded only at one point in regaining
a footing in the trench which we cap-
tured July 6. Some parties of Ger-
mans who succeeded in creeping in-
to the ravine were killed and taken
prisoners. Between Sonvaux ridge
and Caonne trench the enemy was al-
80 repulsed with heavy losses,
There has been a continuous hom-
bardment in the forest of Apremont.

PARIS, Juy 18, via London.—The
following official communication was
issued by the War Office to-night: In
Artois, where there were violent art-
illery duels about ten shells were
fired into Arras, On the heights of
the Meuse sharp infantry actions oc-
curred. By a counter attack this
morning we captured a trench in this
section which the enemy occupied
yesterday on a ridge south of Son-
vaux Ravine in'the course of the
day a new German attack, in whnich
burning liquid was employed, was re-
pulsed. We inflicted on the enemy
heavy lssses and took prisoners two
officers and two hundred men belong-
ing to three different regiments.

PARIS, July 16.—An official state-
ment by the KFrench War Office to-
night says: “In Artes spirited mili-
ary actions have been taken. The
enemy bombarded the village of
Guily and two civilians were killed.
Our shells set fire to buildings at La
Polia farm on Vimy ridge. On the
right bank of the  Aisne, west of
Soissons, the Germans, after having
dropped four thousand shells on the
Fontenoy section, attempted a sur-
prise attack against one of our forti-
fied works, which failed. In Argonne
comparative calm prevailed except in
one section of the forest, where can-
nonading continued without interfer-
ence by infantry. Opn the heights of
the Meuse there is a violent bombard-
ment, as also at Les Eparges in the
region of Sonvaux Ravine and in the

SEVERE FIGHTING
IN WESTERN THEATAE

(Special to The Guardian)

LONDON, July 18.—The following
official communication was given out
this evening: Since the last commu-
nication on the 9th there has been
no change on our front. Although
there has been no engagement calling
for special report there has been con-
siderable activity in front of our lines,
several mines having been sprung
both by the enemy and ourselves and
various positions on our front have
been subjected at times to heavy bom-
bardment. Of the 10th the enemy de-
veloped a small attack north of Ypres
and gained a footing in our front line,
Our local supports, however, recap-
tured what we lost. On the 13th the
enemy rushed an advanced position
on the Ypres Menin Road but were
driven back. Iurther north our line
was heavily shelleq and we lost a
trench held by one company. Again
the Germans were driven out by
bombing parties and the trench re-
occupied. A feature of this incident
was the employment by the enemy of
a large quantity of gas shells,

AUSSAN VESSEL
SUBK BY GERMAKS

ELOQUENT ADDRESS
BY HON. MR. MEIGHEN

Canada’s Duty in the Great Crisis Convincingly
Set Forth.

Notwithstanding the very unfavorable state of the weather on Saturday
evening, the patriotic rally held in the People’s Theatre pmyml successful
beyond the most sanguine expectations, the hali being almost inadequate for
the overwhelming audience. The meeting had been advertised to begin at
eight o'clock and punctually at that hour the programme was oxu'*ned. Before
the meeting the 82nd Band played a number of excellent patriotic selections
both outside and inside the building, imparting a spirit of enthusiasm to the
proceedings. The stage was tastefully decorated with Union Jacks, ete.,
and on the table was a beautiful vase of flowers. The Premier, Hon, J. Al
Mathieson, presided, and introduced the piece de resistance of the evening,
Hon. Arthur Meighen, Solicitor General, who delivered a masterly and eloquent
oration on Canada and the great war, His address was punctuated through-
out with loud and enthusiastic applause, and the impression he made on the
audience was unmistakable, On the platform were the Judges of the Sup-
reme Court, Members of the Local Legisluture and the Dominion Represen-
tattves, members of the Patriotic Committee, and, besides a numlier of
others, Rev. Dr. Fullerton, who moved a vote of thanks to the speaker, and
Sir Louis Davies, who seconded the motion, Before the chairman introduc-
ed the speaker the following programme was carried out, greatly. to the
delight of the audience: 1, selection by the Band, “O Canada;” 2, solo,
Prof. Barlow; 3, solo, Miss Helen Hughes; 4, solo, Mr. W. J. Brown; 5, solo,
Miss Blanchard; 6, solo, Lieut, Ritchie; 7, solo, Lieut. Robins; 8, solo, Prof.
Barlow.

The Premier then introduced Mr. Meighan. In doing so, he remarked
on the fact that the distinguished visitor was one of the noted public men
of Canada who had come here not so much to proclaim any new things, as to
help us to realize more fully what our duty was in these times of stress and
storm, A series of meetings, he said, had been organized throughout the
Province by a number of our patriotic citizens, and the present was one of
that series. He congratulated the committee on having secured the pres-
ence there that night of the gentleman whom, without further words, he
would introduce. .

Hon. Mr. Meighan, amidst great applause, arose to address the meeting.
When one from one of the far Western Province of this great Dominion, he
said, came for the first time and saw eye-to-eye his fellow citizens here in the
extreme Kast of Canada, he began to feel that at last he comprehended fully
what it was to be a Canadian. He was gratified—perhaps he might be
inspired, were he capable of inspiration—at . meeting here in Prince Edward
Island, in this great city of Charlottetown, so magnificent a gathering as
that. Great was the opportunity of any man who had the privilege of
addressing such an assembly. It demonstrated this fact, that in an hour of
crisis, of stress and storm, as the chairman had described it, Canadians
would rally wherever the standard of Empire was unfurled. It was now a
hundred years since Canadianism of the type that exists today was first
planted on thig Continent. “We in our younger days at school,” he continu-
ed, “in the central and western parts of this country, were accustomed to
study of and to read of these Eastern Provinces, Prince Edward Island, Nova
Scotia ;and New Brunswick, as the cradle of Canadianism; and of Prince
Edward Island I can say this, that it has played well its part in the sceme
of Confederation, and has been not only a cradle of stern Canadianism, but
has been a cradle of education, an educational radiating centre from which
the professions of the other parts of Canada have been recruited. Proceeding,
the Honorable gentleman said:

“You know as much about the progress of the conflict as I do. There
is nothing in the way of news I can give you. Nor have I anything for you
in the nature of predictions. One man’s prediction is about as valuable as
another’s. I wish I could say something, though, to add to the recolution
that inspires our people and that fortifies our Government, It is the Lusiress
of every man to do all that in him lies to keep the spirit of this nation ctrong.
—to do so by the spoken word that must never countenance fear—to do 80 by
the power of example that in days like these moves men more than
eloquence.

"There never was a time when Canada needed the devotion of her people
as she does today. There never was a time when every living citizen could
mean 8o much and do so much in the cause of king and country. A failure
now to rise equal to the call can never be atoned this side of the grave.

The day of trial is the day of opportunity. Weak and doubting men are
crowded to the wall in times like these, and fall from high places. They
have dropped in every country in Kurope. They have gone down even in
neutral lands. Others are growing and advancing, starting at the back and
Herforming real service in the white light of the war. Men by the hun-
dreds, and women, tco, have passed from obscurity to fame. If the war
should stop today the world will be t1 villed for the rest of our lives with the
tales of great deeds. The names ol plain, simple, clear headed, sound heart-
ed men and women who started out grimly resolved to do their part, will be
added in hundreds to the roll of the immortas.

The history of this war will overshadow the annals of the past. It will
stand for all time as a great conflagration in the light of which posterity,
looking back, will read and judge the conduct of our day. If there is anyd
thing that gets right through to the very soul, and quickens a man, it is the
thought of his own flesh and blood turning around a few years hence and tak-
ing clearly the measure of his manhood from the hilltops of the future.

To many it is a most harrassing problem how BEST he can do HIS
duty.  Most people are sincerely anxious to do their full share—which
means to exert to the best effect all one's strength.  What I want to impress
just now is this, that BACH AND EVERYBODY, not just the majority, must
see this situation and get into his system what it all means, and be “UP AND
DOINC

Many of our people, thousands, tens of thousands, yes, hundreds of thous-
ands of them, are doing their part well and nobly, THERE ARE OTHERS,
THOUGH, and their numbers yet are large, men and the mothers of men,
who, when the supreme trial of their lives has come, have NOT stood the
test so well. That.is true of the Province from which [come. IT IS TRURE
ALSO, OF THIS PROVINCE OF PRINCE EDWARD ISLAND.

It has been said that one half of the world leans on the other half,
times the rich are the leaners, and the poor are the strong and self reliant.
In times of peace, when plenty abounds, this division can be tolerated, for
nature, in fair weather, is prodigal, and the world may still move along. The
brave, the stout-hearted, get the world's work done, they feel the joy of real
living, they enjoy the sunshine of conscience and gather in life's blessing
with every hour. BUT THE OTHERS live also, and some of them prosper,
and so we jostle along until the crisis comes,

But these are not times like that. We are living now at THE MOST
CRUCIAL MOMENT of the world's history.  On this generation depends the
fate of posterity, and if that is not near enough home, on this generation
depends our own fate.

defence of Canada is being fought out now on the battlefields of Europe.
It is not all that is at stake but it is dear above words to us,
Iifteen million armed men have challenged our right to live, and if they can
help it, we shall not live except as the bondslaves of Germany. If from love
of comfort, or from selfisl ease, or from whatever excuse any fail to do their
part, they are bondslaves by nature, and DESERVE THEIR FATE. Such
are cumberers of the ground. They are worse, they are a menace to its
security, They are leaners and NOT sturdy men,

Every man in a British country is his own judge of what he shall do. He
is in supreme command of his own personal service. Nothing but his taxes
are compulsory. A few even whimper about taxes, and they are the ones
who should be made to fight, if anybody should.
