The eggs are soaked in mineral
oil which sinks into the porous
shell of the egg without actually
seeping through. This keeps the
outside air from penetrating into
the egg and retards both evapor-
ation and spoilage.

Eggs going to Bmgland are ofled
in the spring and put into storage
until the fall when they are crated
for shipment overseas, While In
storage they are kept at gn even
30-degree temperature, and usu-
ally drop one grade in the pro-
cess.’

Mr. Brown said all major egg
shippers, in' the province have
adopted the practice.
