irty-one district conventions
were scheduled and all were held.
These annual gatherings were well
attended and the majority had
thoroughly  prepared programs.
Handicrafts were emphasized, with
the result that a large number of
the conventions exhibited very fine
work., Demonstrations on the older
types of handicrafts including
carding, twisting and spinning of
yarn and the  weaving ur coth
were followed with much interest.
At some conventions members gave
very fine papers on subjects per-
taining to Institute work, and as
usual the meetings were made in-
teresting and educational by talks
given by doctors, public health
nurses and other outstanding
speakers.

REPORT ON EDUCATION

Mrs. Douglas Bell submitted a
report, on the questionnaire “Edu-
cation and Better Schools” as re-
ceived from approximately half of
the Institutes, Shc dealt with each
question in the order in which it
appeared on the questionnaire.

Regarding the first uestion,
sixty-six out of the eigﬁqty-seveﬁ
replied in the affirmative, giving
well founded reasons for such a
decision, such as: Women in gen-
eral are just as intelligent, busi-
ness-like, and honest as men, and
would be in the fpont ranks as leg-
islators in connection with some
laws, especially those concerning
child-welfare, education, sanitation,
temperance and moral conditions.

e fact that twenty-one re-
plied “No, the woman’s place jsrln
the home,” shows that some of our
rural women still hesitate in as-
serting their rights of being human
beings with heads, as well as hearts
and not just serviceable machinery.

But doesn't legislation
come back to the home? I do not
think that our Island women are
all one-track minded, but  while
taking an interest in the laws of
our country, they can still be good
hori‘rkxlema,kers.

the necessity of proper legislation,
and such information can only be
attained by study along these
lines.”

The second question dealt par-
ticularly with hygienic conditions
in the schools anu homes. Some
suggested that more health officers
should be appointed to inspect rural
homes and schools, and to look
after the water supply, sewerage,
ventilation, cellars, control of flies
and general cleanliness; others
suggested that teachers and pupils
should be examined every year by

pulsory.

The fourth question was, “What
are the duties of a consciantious
citizen?” Many and varied answ-
ers were received showing that the
question hasl been thoroughly dis-
cussed. The predominating answ-
ers were that citizens should first
respect authority, then have a pro-
per regard for his own rignts and
those of his neighbors, and finally
the promotion of peace since the
ravages of war are so unjust and
criminal in their nature; in a word
“Fear God and honor the King.”
