Note. By The Way

Whatever we may think of Fas-
cism, says a writer in the Review of
Reviews, there is at least one thing
for which,we ought to be obliged to
it - Fasclsm is testing in practice
many doctrines about which sociolo-
gists and political thinkers have
been talking for two generations. One
o these experiments is the attempt
to incorporate the state, basing it on
guild organizations. The idea Is that
geographical divisions for political
purposes be abolished, and profes-
sional divisions put in their place.
Instead of voting as residents of
Prince Edward Island, New Brun-
swick, Quebec, or Ontario, we would,
under this system, vote as bankers,
teachers, farmers or mechanics. This
means that Mussolini is trying’ to
rule Italy much as & president runs
a corporation. ‘'There is a self-per-
petuating board of directors—the
Grand Fascist Grand Council—which
appoints the president, who in.turn
appoints the staff. In this organiz-
ation the King plays the part of a
board of trustees.

When Mussolini appointed a com-
mittee of fifteen elderly gentlemen to
reform the constitution of Italy on
this principle, they were facetiously
called the fifteen Solons, but they
did their work fairly well. They
feared that putting the state on a
basis of trade guilds or corporations
would emphasize too much the mat-
erial side of life, and make govern-
ment a purely economic affair, This
was the trouble with the old social-
ist syndicalism, © The new Fascist
corporate state, as finally developed,
attempts to set up a selected minor-
ity in each trade, aware of its poll-
ical role, and prepared to share the
responsibility of ruling,

This means that political life as
yWe know it has pretty well gone’by
the board. There is not only the
substitution of professional for geog-
raphical  divisions' among voters,
making the entire country one elec-
tion district, but the idea of the vote
iltself is changed.

In the matter of a disagreement

Leon Trosky, revolutionary extra-
ordinary, yesterday was thought to
have perished in a Black Sea hurri-
cane, Later cables from Moscow de-
clare that Trotsky is still safe in Rus-
sla—that is, as safe as any can be in
the land of the Bolsheviki when one
is openly opposed to the ruling fac-

Trotsky is one of those peculiar fi-
gures in history that seem to enjoy
supernormal powers while playing
spectacular parts on the world stage.

Trotsky's days of influence may
really be over, Things in Russia are

A. Canada has the largest per
capita railway mileage in the world.
Canada occupies second place among
the world’s greatest per capita ex-
porters.
