Africa. That such reprisals may bhe
found necessary was hinted strongly
yesterday afternoon after the State
Department had announced that Lhn!
Belgian Minister had called  the at.
tention of this Government to the!
deportation of these Belgians.

It appears that certain
prisoners were taken at Tabora, Ger-
man Kast Africa, and sent by the
Belgian authorities to France for in-
ternment. This action was taken be
cause of bad living conditions in
the colony. %

Germany alleged that this intern-
ment of the German prisoners was
inhumane, and negotiations followed
through the medium of the Vatican.

‘Belgium offered to exchange the
prisoners for Belgian subjects in-
terned in Germany. The German

Goviernment promised to take, this
offer under 'consideration. However,
24 days after the . German promice
was made, according to the commu-
nication ‘delivered by the Bclgmn'
Minister to the = State Department,
“the German Government, without
answering the proposal which Bel-
glum had made, brutally arrested at
Brussels and deported to Germany
some 20 persons, all colonial offi-
clals or directors of colonies.”

It was said at the State Depart-
ment yesterday that it might become
nece‘as'uny for the Entente Allies and!
the United Stateg to adopt retalia-|
tory measures unless Germany re-
leased the prieoners, There are many
promient Germans in this country
and in Entanta countries, and it
would be an easy matter to adopt re-
tallatory measures by which an equal
number of these Germang could be
interned.
