NEW YORK, Nov. 24.—(CP)—The
Marquess of Lothian, British Am-
bassador to the United States, said
Saturday that Great Britain's fin-
ancial problem is “becoming urgent.”

Britain is “beginning to come to
the end of her financial resources,”
he said on his return from a visit
to England. He was one of 14 pas-
sengers who came from Lisbon on
the Atlantic Clipper,

He said Britain's available gold
and securities have been virtually
used up. He foresaw “a difficuit
year” during 1941 for Great Britain
and said that Britain needs all kinds
of war supplies, including muni-
tions, ships and “perhaps finance.”

Britain “definitely does not need

assistance, he said, and added that
there “is no feeling at home” that
“American assistance is not enough.”

The first
pilot was ashore when German
bombers came over to stab at Bri-
tish warships lying in the harbor.

Without hesitation, Jones start-
ed his craft’s motors and lurched
around the harbor in a zigzagging
excursion that completely befudd-
led the Nazis. Then, to complete
his deed, he took off and shot down
a Messerschmitt fighter.

Some of the airmen wore the
caterpillar badge, showing that
they have had to bail out of their
planes at some time during the
air war. The idea was started by
an English parachute company.

— The last of Japan's Genro, or
elder statesmen, Prince Kimmochi
Sajonji, whose 91 years of life span-
ned the whole period of Japan's em-
ergence from mediaeval insularity to
rank among the great economic and
military states of the modern world,
died today.
