An excellent ginger beer may _be pre-
pared in the following manner: Take
two ounces of bruised gihger, two
ounces of cream of tartar, two pounds
of lump sugar, two lemons cut in slices
with the rind left on; put all these into
a large pan or pitcher and pour two
gallons of boiling water on them. Let
this stand for several hours, strain it,
and when quite cold add a tablespoon-
ful of brewers’ yeast and let it remain
in the ginger beer for twelve hours.
Then skim off the yeast and bottle the
beer. Press the corks very firmly down
