NEW INVENTION d
[EQUALS DAYLIGHT

) [.ONDON, Dec. 25.—A light which
far surpass any existing arrangement
of artificial light and is the closest
ipproximation to actual daylight ever
accomplished, is understood by the
American Chamber of Commerce in
London to have been perfected here.

The apparatug consists of power
olectric bwlb fitted with a cup-shaped
opaque reflector, the silvered inner
side of which reffects the light against
a parasol-shaped screen placed above
the light. The screen is lined with
small patches of different colors, -ar-
rangeq according to a formula worked
out empirically by Mr. Sheringham,
the inventor, and carefully tested and’
not.‘t'om,ed in the Imperial Colloge of
Science and Technology.

The light thrown down from the
gereen is sald to show colors almost
as well ag in full daylight. Under the
new light delicate yellows were quite
distinet, indigo blue were /blue, co-
balts had their full value and violets
lost their reddish shade which they
display in electric light.
