LONDON, Nov, 15.—Field-Marshall
Earl Roberts died last night in France
from pneumonia. A telegram from
Field-Marshall Sir John French, Com-
mander-in-Chief of the British expedi-
tionary forces on the Continent,
apprised Earl Kitchener, Secretary of
State for War, of the death of KEng-
land’'s great soldier. The telegram
read: “1 deeply regret to tell you that
Lord Roberts died at 8 o'clock this
(Saturday) evening.”

Field-Marshall Roberts, who was
Colonel-in-Chief of the Indian troops,
had gone to France to give them his
greetings, and soon after his arrival
he became seriously ill. He suffered
from a severe chill on Thursday, and

The oppos-
ing forces in these regions are about
cqual, which accounts for the fact
that neither side has been able to
overwhelm the other at any of the
three chief points of combat a tDix-
mude, Ypres and Armentiers,

French official reports declare the
Germans have been repulsed every-
where. Attacks by the Germans have
been carried out at each place with
heavy masses of men in the belief that
one point might yield. Some hamlets
in the neighborhood of Dixmude which
had been taken and retaken three or
four times are now in the hands of the
Allies who are s_rongly situated on the
canal crossing which would ‘be of
great importance to the Germans. The
most intense interest is concentrated
in that portion of the extended battle-
field. Other points also are still the
scene of conflicts which resulted in
nothing more definite than the cap-
ture of a few trenches.

It is officially announced that two
German regimental flags found in the
trenches formerly occupied by the
Germans on the Marne have been
handed to Field Marshal Sir John
French by General Joffre as they were
discovered opposite the position held
by the British.

He was: 8ix
years a gecond lieutenant, and became
lieutenant only a short time before the
days of the Indian Mutiny. He re-
ceived his first commission, as second
lieutenant of the Bengal Artillery, on
December 12, 1851, and became Lieu-
tenant on June 3, 1867. With the
gpirit of a true goldier he was to be
found in the thick of the fighting dur-
ing the bloody campaign in India, in
which he first distinguished himself
by his bravery and won the Victoria
Cross by rescuing a British standard
and saving the life of a Sowar during
action on January 2, 1858.

He took part in numerous battles
and skirmishes, and was seven times
mentioned in despatches between
December 15, 1857, and June 8, 1858,
and also received the thanks of the
Qovernor-General. The rules of the
corps to which he belonged, however,
stood in the way of his promotion, and
it was not until November 12, 1860,
that he became captain, and on the
next day was made brévet major. In
that rank he remained eight years.
He was made Quartermaster-(}eneral
of the Second Division in the Abyssin-

With this lull, however, has come
little relief for the men in the
trenches. as the artillery and rifle fire
to which they have been subjected
with hardly any intermission has
been replaced by severe storms. In
gome parts of England the storm
reaches the proportions of a blizzard.
On the sea a heavy gale rages. The
battlefields are getting their full share
of wind and rain. For the most part
the opposing armies have been content
to shell each other at long range, but
the Germans made several attacks
around Ypres, which, according to the
French General Staff, have been re-
pulsed, with heavy losses. Despite
these losses, it is now believed that
the Germans have not any intention
of giving up the attempt to reach the
French coast, and the Allies are mak-
ing elaborate preparations to block
further advance in France. Exten-
sive defence works have been erected
along the Yser canal, and the I";‘cuch
armies are holding that line from the
Belgian border south to the River
Oise, and pushing forward the ap-
proach works, which place them in a
better position for either defence of
offensive.

The Germans report that they have
taken a few hundred British and
French prisoners, but that unfavour-
able weather impeded their progress.
Concerning the fighting around Dix-
mude, the public must rely in un-
official reports, Here it is said the
Germans are finding the destroyed
village a death trap. They have been
unable to Debouch from this point in
the day time, as all approaches are
commanded by the Allies’ guns, and
night attacks have met with disaster.

The fact is apparent that neither
side has been able to make any con-
siderable advance, both being so well
entrenched that neither artillery nor
infantry can move them. The Ger-
mans are turning Belgium into a for-
tress, which means that if they do not
succeed in advancing they intend to
be'prepared for retreat.
