Ing this was a free finesse, he
put up dummy’'s queen of diam-
onds. East covered with the king,
somewhat . to South’s disappoint-

ment, and declarer won with the

next led a club to
dummy’s queen and returned the
nine of trumps for a firesse. West
won with the king and saw that
the defense had no chance unless
his partner could win a diamond
trick and then lead hearts. There-
fore West boldly led a low diam-
ond. East took the trick with the
nine of diamonds and promptly
returned the queen of hearts.
Declarer therefore found himself
losing a trump, a diamond, and
two hearts, for a one-trick set.

As has already been indicated,
the play of the diamond queen
at the first trick was far from
“free”. South should have real-
ized that the chief danger to his
contract was that East might
gain the lead and play through
the king of hearts. It was there-
fore vital to make quite sure that
East could never gain the lead.
Declarer could have accomplish-
ed this end by playing dummy's
low diamond at the first trick.
East would have to play low also,
since the play of the king would
only set up dummy’'s queen, and
South would be able to let West's
jack of diamonds hold the trick.
After this, South could well af-
ford to let West win his trump
trick; for West could not enter
his partder's tand to bave [}
heart returned. South would lose
a diamond and a trump, and
wmight not even lose one heart if
West failed to take his ace in a
