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FULLER DETAILS OF
~ GREY NUNNERY FIRE

Many Acts of Heroism by Sisters, Soldiers and
Loss of Life May be Larger Than

Firemen.
First Anticipated.

Montreal papers since to hand give '
fuller details of the awful “holocaust)
of innocence” in that city when the
Grey Nunpery was hurned of which
a telegraphic report was given al the
time in the Guardian. ~An exchange
says in part: :

Added to the loss of life actually
known oth jes—may-follow;—as
many of (he older inmates of the in-
atitution who .were snatched  f[rom
the grip of the ravishing flames may
sucenmb to their injuries or  shock.
Many of them are in the various hou-
sesséy or hospitals, but through acts
of dourage, such as one reads of on
the hloady Flanders fields, the re-
turned héroes, it is believed, were all
saved from the building.

At midnight over a score of bodies

of babies had heen taken from thej -

ruins and many others are believed to!
be lying in a portion of the building
where the embers are still smoulder
ing.

The fire originated on the top floor
of the St. Matthew street, wing, near
the tower, supposedly from electric
wiring, and immediately caught in
the curtaing of a nearby window from
which it spread rapidly throughont
ilie- wooden intarior of the wppermost
atorey. All of this floor was occuw
pled by babfes in cots, some of them
oply u few days old, little unwanted
tots left hy harassed mothers on the
doorstep of the convent to he cared
for by the kindly nuns. These vere
the infants lost. ‘The older children,

who were in another part of the
building, were saved. When the l::]-:n
e

men had, after hard. work, got
fire under control the northern por:
tion of the top storey had heen des
troyed, and a great deal of damagc
done to the remaining  portion of
the west wing.

MANY DEEDS OF HEROISM.

Deeds o0f heroism rival in gelf sac:
rifice deeds for which some of the $0}-
diers won decorations on the field of
honor. The returned heroes, who were
not confined o their beds lent sheir
offorts 10 the rescue work. Whan
the first. flreman, Sub-Chief Marin, ar:
rived, soldiers were already at work.
At great risk to themselves they car
ried children down the fire escapes.

Nearly the whole upper floor was
then ablaze. The firemen rushed in
and seized children right and left,
Sub-Chief Marin taking four in his
arms at o time, but for only a very
few minutes were they able to work.

Burst of Flame.

A sudden gust of flame and snmoke
which burst from the tower made it
impossible to reach the children still
lying in their cots in that part of the
building, but only upon the definite
orders of the fire chief were the sol
dlers debarred from attempting a res-
cue. On the floors immediately below
were returned soldiers who were still
undergoing hospital treatment and
some waiting discharge. Not to be out
done by the firemen or goldiers ihe
sisters = performed almost super-
human feats in rescue work. District
Chief ‘Matin and -his men had diffi-
culty in preventing some of the sis-
ters from dashing into the flames
when it wotld have meant death for
them to have done so.

Sisters. Fall Unconscious.

Two or thrde of the sisters fell un-
conscious from their efforts to rescué
the children who were in the ‘smoke:
filled dormitory behind a curtain of

Many Carried Out.

Bed ridden men and women and
aged nuns some of whom had not
seen the outside of the institution
for a score of years, were carried oul
in cots, wheel chairs and blankets,

Every hospi{al ambylance in the

May Be 100 Dead.

Late tonight Deputy Chief Mann
of the fire department, said the loss
of life among the hahies might he
100, but the numbher could not he de
finitely fixed as yet. On the floor of
ane of the playrooms were the hodies
of the thirty-eight children whose
fate was heyond question, the eldest
being about two months old. A score
or more had heen vescued hy District
Chiefs Lapointe and Presseau, with
the. assistance of. other firemen and
some of the returned soldiers. These
rescues were effected by way of win-
dows and fire escapes. The reco-
vered bodies were_found by the fire-
men in little white enamel cots in
which the children had been sleep:
ing when the fire started

Sister Talks.

Rev. Sister Laframboise said: *1
was just leaving the chapel, where |
was ending my retreat, when the fire
alarm was raised, between seven and
a quarter past. When [ got there
the two rooms were in flames, but 1
seized three lttle ones and managed
to carry them to a place of safety.
We 40 not -know, but we think the
fire was caused by a spark from th>
switech of the X-Ray machine in the
soldiers’ hospital.”’

Sister Laframboise, who ia in
charge of the records of the infants
in the foundling home, sald that the
register showed that there were 170
habies in the institution. iz had
heen taken to, 8t. Paul Hospital,
some hundred more were temporar i
ly cared for hy the sisters and volhin-
teers in the Montifiere Club on Guy
gtreet, and many residents in  the
neighhorhood took in more.

Saves Valuable Records.

“When I saw that it was impossible
to save any more children,” said Sis-
ter LaFramboise, “I thought of my
records, and 1 was able to save these
and take them to a safe place. And
they were valuable too—the records
of the Grey Nuns since 1737 when
Venerable Mother I'Youville found-
ed the hospital in Place Youville.
But the records of the foundlings on-
ly dated to 17564 for it was in that
year that the hospital began to care
for little ones.

“All the sisters worked very hard
to save the little ones and the gold-
jers worked hard with us.
