three ruffed grouse and five Hun-
garian partridge be killed or tak-
en in one ‘day, commencing with
the year 1937. Except that in the
County of Kings, and in that por-
tion of Prince County lying west
of Bummerside no Hungarian par-
tridge shall be hunted or killed
until the 15th of October 1938.

“(b) Any hares or rabbits from
November 1 to January 31.

“(c) Any marten, otter, mink,
muskrat, raccoon from November
1 to March 31.

“(d) Any shore or other birds
except as set forth by the Migra-
tory Birds Convention Act.”

Mr. Baker protested against es-
tablishing an open season this year
for Hungarian partridge. “We

| know,” he said, “that the Minister

of Agricultire paid for the cap-
ture of Hungarian partridge in
this vicinity during the winter,
that they might be placed in oth-
er parts of the province where
they would increase, and probably
give us a larger area in which
those birds would be available. If
you take a radius about Char-
lottetown, you will have about the
only grounds in which there are
any considerable number. There
are parts of the province where
there are not one of those birds
yet, and I object that when the
Fish and Game Association ask
for a season for Hungarian part-
ridge this year, they are asking for
something for which the sports-
men of the province as a whole
cannot avail themselves of. I think
it would be very much better to
continue the closed season until
such time as those birds are dis-
tributed throughout the province.”

Mr, Mustard drew attention to an
amendment passed in 1936, provid-
ing that if migratory orgame birds
should under extraordinary con-
ditions become a serious injury to
fruit growers in any particular lo-
cality, the Minister of Agriculture
could authorize persons to shoot
those birds as long as they con-
tinued to be injurious. “May I
ask,” he added, “has the Hungar-
ian partridge, to your knowledge,
developed any vicious habits that
would condemn them under this
section?” (laughter).

Mr. Stewart supported the ob-
jections as being well taken, and
moved that the reference to Hun-

garian partridge in par. (a) be
struck out.
Mr. Cox: “I may say that we

took this up with the Minister of
Agriculture. Arouhd Charlottetown
they say you might as well kill
them as allow them to die in the
deep snow.” <

Mr. Saville: “What rabbits are
referred to here? We have no
rabbits here. What is known as
rabbit is a hare”

Mr., Cox: “Hasn't a rabbit got a
large tall?”

Hon. Mr. McGuigan: “I can see
very serious objection to this as

Mr. Jones sald the first clause
was unnecessary because it 1s
dealt with in the Migratory Game
Bird Act.

Sec, 19 provides that fifty per
cent, of all moneys so received by
the Provincial Treasurer, be paid
over to the Game Association un-
der the order of the president for
the time being, countersigned by
the Game Inspector, to be used
for such Association towards car-
rying out the provisions of the
Act; the remainder to be held by
the Provincial Treasurer to be ap-
plied toward the expenses incurred
in carrying out the -provisions of
the Act and of any other enact-
ment for the preservation of game
in the province.

Mr. Hughes: “There are two
Game Associations in the prov-
ince. Would the promoter tell us
which of these Associations will
receive the fees?”

Mr. MacKinnon moved that sec.
19 be struck out “unless the Asso-
ciation was wdlling to bear part of
the cost of prosecutions where
they do not obtain a conviction.”

Mr. Acorn: “This is sec. 23 in
the old Act; it has been the law
for years.”

Mr. Cox: “An Indian has the
privilege of catching salmon or
trout at any time for his own use,
but not to sell.

Hon. Mr. McGuigan objected to
the limitation of 20 trout per an-
gler per day. The old Act pro-
vided a limit of 30. He thought
it should be restored.

Skunks

Sec. 31 provides for continuanow
of the skunk bounty.

Hon. J. A. Campbell said he be-
leved there was “a leak” some-
where in this skunk bounty busi-
ness. There was something wrong
“I want this information from the
Minister: when a skunk is capt-
ured, the head and the feet ae
taken into the Department of Ag-
riculture. I want to ask him do
they destroy the head and feet, or
what do they do? Do you allow
the man who takes that in to take
it back, and pay him the bounty
for the second time? I say this
thing is not right. There is some-
thing wrong some place. I say
that there never were enough
skunks caught in Prince Edwarc
Isfand that would justify this de-
partment paying out at the rate
of thousands of dollars. We should
have something to prove that the
number of skunks is correct es
advocated by the Department. And
my hon. friend has no proof. He
has nothing to show. They come
in here with the head and feet
and he admits that they are al-
lowed to take the head and feet
and come back again for more, 1
am surprised at nty hon. friend
the Minister of Agriculture. He
is not always asleep. My exper-
ience is that he sleeps with onet
eye open. But in this case he has
absolutely failed to give an ac-
count of the number of skunks
that have been rightly captured. I
sy that the Minister, when the
head and feet come in—the first
thing for him to do is to put the
head and feet in a bag, and if it
is above his dignity to do the trick,
‘then let him get somebody to do
it fa hfm.” (Laughter).

Mg. Linkletter: “I know a young
fellow who captured two female
skunks, but by the appearance of
them he thought the family
might grow, so he waited with the
result that he raised two goodlit-
ters of skunks and sold them to
the Department of Agriculture.”

Mr. Mclsaac said the section
provided for sending in the fore-
feet. What about the hind feet.
How does the Minister know
which end of the skunk is sent in?
(Laughter) Or does the promoter
think that those skunks have only

two feet? Then the man could
come back with the head after-
wards.

what about the farmer? *“Is it
fair,” he asked, “when I can only
fish, perhaps, once a month, that
I cannot fish more than 20 trout?
I say, independent of all the Acts
you pass here, that when I go
fishing, you may depend that I am
going to fish more than 20 trout.
‘The man who can go fishing every
day is different.”

Hon. Mr. Dennis: “It makes very
little difference whether we pass
this Act or any other legislation,
when a member of the Executive
Council gets to his feet on the
floor of this House and states that
if he is going fishing he will not
stop at 20 trout even if the law
provides that that is the case. Un-
der those conditions I say it mat-
ters little whether we pass laws, if
we, as legislators of this -province,
will not be governed by the laws
we make. Then I submit that we
might as well wipe the slate clean ”

Mr. Mustard: “I think the hon.
member from Heatherdale hascit-
ed a condition that is common
among most of us. He makes the
suggestion that people wanting to
go fishing once a month might be
given a monthly allowance.”

Hon. John A. Campbell: *“I
might go fishing and catch only
10 trout the first day. If I went
out the next day and caught
thirty do you think that I ought
to be prosecuted?”

Voices: “Yes!”

Hon. J. A. Campbell: “I don't
think its fair. You should average

the thing. I think my hon. friend
Mr. Cox 'ls inclined to be a little |
severe, He won't stop at any- |
thing.”

Mr. Cox: “If you make it 30 and
got big trout, what would you do?
You couldn’t eat them.”

Sec. 26 penalizes anyone who
“knowingly hunts or fishes in any
enclosed property without the per-
mission of the owner,” and defin-
ing enclosed property as including
“lands surrounded on all sides by
water or partly surrounded by
water and partly fenced or other-
wise enclosed.”

does a man really know when he
is trespassing? 1 would say that
anyone who has a fishing pond-~
like my hon. friend the promoter
—should have it fenced with a
fence four and a half feet high.”

Hon. Mr. Dennis: “We don’t pay
for the feet or the head or the
tail of the skunk, but the snout of
the skunk is taken. I made it my
business to inquire as to how the
operation was performed. I un-
derstand that the snout of the
skunk—he is upside down—is cut
upwards, but not cut through the
skin, so that the party who hat
charge 6f the payment of those
snouts will know that itisaskunk
He must show the two stripes on
the nose of the skunk. He is paic
on that. And when he is paid on
that all the snouts are burned.”

Mr.MacPhee: “You are not put-
ting any in bags?” (Laughter).

Hon. Mr. Dennis: “No, no.”

Hon. Mr. McIntyre said he un-
derstood from a reliable authority
that not only the head and feet
are sent in, but there are imitat-
ions. He heard that what looked
like a piece of a skunk's snout was
sent to Mr. Jenkins, and there
were a couple of stripes, imitated
with plumstone. And ‘as Mr. Link-
letter has stated, people are rear-
ing skunks in order to sell them
to the Department of Agriculture.
He believed an effort should be
made to get rid of them altogeth-
er in this province.

Mr. MacKinnon asked if it was
not possible for Nova Scotia and
New Brunswick trappers to sell
the skins over there and come
over here with the snouts.

Mr. Jones said that in New-
foundland there is a bounty on
crows of fifty cents, and there is
quite a business here of shooting
crows and sending them down to
Newfoundland for the bounty. The
same thing might be going on in
Nova Scotia—sending their skunks
here.

Increase In Bounty

Hon. Mr. Dennis: “Within the
last week or ten days our Depart-
ment has increased the bounty on
skunks from cents to $1, only
up to March 15, with the idea
that we may be able to get the old
hussy before she has the young.”

After some further discussion,
progress was reported.
