STLAGE FOR HORSES

Some inquiries have bheen received
concerning the advisa'vility of feeding
silage to horses and n.ules,

Silage is not g5 safe horse feed. It
is used to some extent for that pur-
pose, but the feeder must be extreme-
ly caréful in the examination of the
gilage that goes to the horses. Hor-
ses are more subject to digestive de-
rangements than most other live
gtock, and while a comparatively
small amount, say a fifth of  their
feed, by bulk, may consist of good
sllage, there is a great danger from
overfeeding, or from feeding of
mouldy or spiled silage,

‘1t is impossible wholly to prevent
mouldy spots in silage, these being
caused frequently by imperfect pack-
ing, leaving slight air pockets. ' Also,
it is very diffcult to make sure that
there are none of these mouldy spots
in silage which ig being fed. Its use
should be confined chiefly to growing
colts and idle horses. As it contains
about 75 per cent. water, it causes
a horse to sweat easily and effects
him otherwise in the same wayv that
gréen feed or pasture does—G. W,
Mor.on, Coloradp Agricultural Coll-
ege.
