The resignation came a few
hours after the Government dis-
patched to Peru a protest over &
frontier imcldent in which an

Ecuafiorian soldier was reported

killed and another wounded in a
clash with Peruvian troops.

General G. Alberto Enﬂquel,
supreme chief of the Republic, ac-
cepted the reslgnntions and an-
nounced he d try to form a
new cabinet from civilian. ranks
with the excention of the post
Government Minister, held by
Jorge Quintana, and National De-
fence, by Guillermo Freire,

Public demonstrations during
the crisis were prohibited and the
ooun remained calm.

Express “Horror”

Of Bombings In
Spain And China

Neutral Commission Inquiry To
Halt Terrific Loss Of
Civilian Life Mooted.

LONDON, June 3—(CP) — Great Britain is considering

the feasibility of organizing

a neutral international com-

mission to investigate bombings in an effort to halt the
terrific loss of life in air attacks on Spanish civilians.
Rchard Butler, parliamentary under-secretary for for-
eign affairs disclosed the plan to the House of Commons
today and it was believed Britain would go ahead if she
were assured the cooperation of Germany and Italy.

Mr. Butler told the House

the idea was for the commis-

sion to report whether military objectives were the targets

of bombings and leave its findings to “world opinion.”

Although the commission

would be formed primarily

because of air raids on Spanish Government cities, Mr.
Butler made it clear Britain hoped Japan would take note
of “the seriousness with which we regard the situation.”

MAKE NEW PROTESTS

Earlier, Prime Minister Chamber-
lain announced new protests against
air bombardments both in Spain
and China, running into the de-
mands of the opposition that Brit-

ain do something es “hold up
her hands in horror.”
Butler said he believed

“much can be done by the force of
public opinion” and that Britain
was inviting other governments to
join a “small, independent com-
mission” to make impartial inves-
tigations at the scenes of air at-

Because of numerous attacks on
British ships in Spain, he said the
Government also was attempting to
create “safety 2zones” in Spanish
Government ports.

Mr. Chamberlain disclosed the
British agent at Burgos, Spain, had
been instructed to inform the In-
surgents of Britain's “horror” at
the loss of civilian lives in the
bombardment of Granollers and
other Spanish Government towns.
He said France had been asked to
take similar diplomatic action. .

The Prime Minister also said the
British Ambassador to Tokyo had
been instructed to protest against
the “indiscriminate” bombings at
Canton, China, in which, he said,
450 persons were killed and 1,000
injured.

Czechoslovakia Dispute

Meanwhile the Government was
understood to be continuing efforts
toward settlement of the Czecho-
slovak dispute with its minority
Sudeten German party. Czechoslo-
vakia was mentioned in the House
when George Lansbury, veteran
pacifist and former Labor leader,
declared the problem could be
solved only through alleviation of
the economic crisis of central Eur-

ope.

Arthur Henderson, Labor, asked
that Britain seek a conference to
settle problems of central Europe
and the Near East. He suggested
Germany, France, Italy and the
Danubian nations as participants.

It was learned Konrad Henlein,
leader of the Sudeten Germans,
was expected here after the Czech-
gslovak elections are completed
June 12. On his previous visit he
conferred unofficially with critics
of the Government, such as Win-
ston Churchill. It was believed
next time he might be received by
Government officials.

Viscount Halifax, foreion secre-
tary, conferred with the French
and Italian ambassadors on ways
of carrying out the withdrawal of
volunteers from Spain, now that
Soviet Russia has agreed on a
compromise procedure. The matter
will be discussed anew at a non-
mtervention sub-committee meeting
June 1

Economlc and financial negotiat-
jons with Greece were opened in
the wake of the recent British ac-
cord with Turkey.

Mr. Butler told the House Britain
attaches importance to the out-

come of the Anglo-American trade
nemtlntlon-; and “hopes this will
be a genuine contribution for im-

provement of world trade.”

“Barbarous’’
In Statement

WASHINGTON, June 3—(AP)—
The United States Government to-
day declared the aerial bombings
of civilians in China and Spain as
“barbarous.”

The statement,one of the strong-
est the Government ever has made
on a foreign subject, was issued
by Sumner Welles, assistant sec-
retary of state, atter a_ conference
with ™ President Roosevelt.

It referred to a series of aerial
attacks which have killed or in-

jured thousands of civilians, many
of them women and chudren

“Any general bombm% an
extensive area wherein there re-
sides a large population cngaged

in peaceful pursuits is contrary to
every Frlncxple of law and human-
ity,” the statement said.

“This Government. while scrupu=
lously adhering to the
non-intervention, reiterates
nation’s emphatic reprabation of
such methods and of such acts—
which are in violation of the most
elementary principles of  those
standards of humane conduct which
have been developed as

sential part of modern civlllmtion
