Los Angeles, Cal, Aug. 27.—In this
sermon the preacher takes to task the
spiritual indifference of professors of
religion and shows the evil results of
thelr example fn social and business
life. The text is Revelation 111, 15, “I
tould thet thou wert cold or hot.”

God 1s love. The Bible declares ft.
Whether the divine Father's children
are salnts or sinners they are still en-
shrined in  his parental affections.
God's love is like unto that of the
earthly parent who one day overheard
his litte girl saying to her brother,
“Now, Charley, be a good hoy or papa

oned. And where o ve think these
divine eyes are mosc ja.ociurly look-
ing? Toward the soclal outvncis?  Oh,
no! Toward the drunkards who

staggering and hiccoughing tow

their filthy tenements. No., Toward

the murderers in the criminal dock
about to b~ trled for their lives? No,
Toward the thief who in the evening
hours knocks cown the pedestrian or
toward the safe-brea vho with his
darlk lantern is malking his  way
through the cellars of the bank he in-
tends to rob? No, no, no! "These sin-
ners by the very enormity of their
crimes may be led to the mercy seat
if we only go_after them {n the right
way. God's most yearning looks are
not turned toward those who are in
open rebellfon against his name, but
toward those who aro chronically and
systematically Indifferent. Those who
are simply negative to the divine call
of love are harder to reach than those

who derfde God or curse him, Can
you make any other deduction than
this from Christ's message to the

church members at Laodicea? Of all
the seven churches in Asia there was
not one more excorlated in Revelation
than was this church, Of all the east-
ern churches there was not one from
outside appearance whose transgres-
sions were not more hefnous,

Modern Laodiceans, these sinners of
lukewarm Christianity and tepid mo-
rality, at a dlstance can be likened to
a beautifully polished mahogany or
rosewood table. To the casual observer
it seems to be worth almost its weight
in gold, but when you closely examine
the same you find 1t is simply veneered
with rosewood or mahogany, cut as
thin as paper. They are like contrary
winds, tantalizing the sea captain be-
calmed necar the equator. Here it s
a lttle puff of wind, yonder it 1a a
Httle puff, off to the west 18 another
little puff. All these little puffs come
from different directions. But before
the ship's sail can be trimmed and
filled, like the cheeks of a schoolboy
blowing soap bubbles, these puffs of
wind die away and the ship's keel
moves not. They are like people of
shallow Christian experience whom
Christ describes under the figure of
grain growing on stony ground which,
on account of the scarcity of soll cov-
ering the roots, dies before the merid-
fan has been reached by the sun in the
heavens. Now, the purpose of this
mon {8 to deecribe some of the
auses of the languld condition of
these modern Laodiceans. I am not
to-day going to preach to the great sin-
ners or to tho great walnts, but to
those who are simply lukewarm or
negative or appallingly indifferent to
God's love and God’s commandments.
May God help me to move some out of
thelr sinful lethargy. May he fire with
holy zeal the lukewarm hearts of our
modern Laodiceans, whom Christ de-
nounces with God’s bitterest contempt
and scorn and opprobrium.

The appalilng " negativeness of my
text can well be applied, In the first
place, to those of weak kneed theology.
It can be applied to those who cannot
quite make up their minds whether
Christ {8 God or a very good man,
whether Christ is “the only begotten
Son of the Father” or mercly one of
many different manifestations of God's
loye of whom Mohammed and Confu-
clus and Buddha and Vishnu are other
manifestations and almost as good.
‘With thHe old southern mammy’'s iddas
of Christ they'afe in heartiest sym-
pathy. When her young m'stress’ Ht-
tle child dled and the frantic mother
thought her daughter was lost forever,’
the old slave said: “Honey, dariin’, yo
ain't right. Dar's a drefful mistake
somewhar, Why, de Lord ain't Hke
what ye think.  He loves ye, honey.
Why, jes see how I loves ye, an' 1
ain't better'n him as made me. Dar
jes' ain't but one t'ing to come to, an';
dat ar's Jesus. Jes' come right down
to whar dis pore old dorky has to stay

allers. It's a good place, darlin’. L.ook
right at Jesus. Dar's a God ye can;
love” Oh, yes, theso men of weak|

kneed theology can look at Jesus and,
love him like that, bu: the trouble is
that is not the place to stop. They
g0 a little further and still a little fur-
ther and eay, “Jesus 135 o good that
he saves ug whother we love and honor
him or not.”

ment. Now, my friends, it §s about
backbone of your theology. It is about
time for some of us to realize that only
the blood of Jesus Christ can cleanse
us as white as the driven snow. There
is a stream In Corsica called the river
Restonia, which has the remarkable
power of turning whitae cverything
which is dropped Into its clear waters.
The cahe which falls ffom your hand
into 1t becomes a white stick. The
watch which slips out of your pocket
into it becqynes a white metal. A trav-
eler tells us that an iron bar dropped
into those waters at once becomes
white as a sllver scepter So every
one who is really cleansed by Christ's
blood becomes, as in the river Resto-
nia, white as the driven snow.  But,
mark you, as the old southern mammy
said, “It is only by looking to Jesus,
who is a God to love,” that you and I
can become ‘purged and cleansed and
washed until we bhecome whiter than
snow, It is surely time for some of
us to centre our hopes upon the cross,
which alone can save us from eternal
death,

Many years ago the British Admir-
alty sent the man-of-tvar Thetis to
Meaditerranean waters to hunt up a
shoal or reef or bank that had been
reported by some flshermen off the
coast of Italy and mark it upon the
chart.  The vessel sailed back aid
forth without being able to locate the
dangerous recf. The captain returned
to England and declared no such rocks
existed, but the first licutenant of the
Thetis thought differently. He begged
the privilege of continuing the invest
gation. He labored on until at last
he located those rocks, and wag pro-
moted for the service he had done the
W 's shipping. The old captain of
the 'fhetis obsinately declared that
these recks, were purely chimerical and
never exizted. YIf I ever go near their
supposed site 1 shall ¢ over them
to prove I am gl id he. A few
months later thd Thetis win conveying
the Britlsh Ambassador to the city of
Naples. One stormy night the captain
found that he was near this supposed
P He headed directly toward it
id, “Now, I will prove that lic
nt a fabricator!” ‘'he ship sailed

for a few hours, then came the
ating sound of shallow water, then
! Thé' Thétis’ was a helpless
Most of the crew were saved,

a’era
wreck,
but the foolish captain would not allow

himself to be sgved, to meet certain
disgrace “fI¢  pertshed,” sald  Dr.
Stoughton, “a victim to his own unbe-
let””  Thus thousands upon thousands
of Immortal souls will perish on ac-
count of their lukewaam acceptation of
the Cross They are not directly ene-
mies of Jesus Christ. They helong to
what is called the liheral order of
Christians, They bellave Christ was
born, that Christ dled, that Christ rose
again from the dead, but they do not
believe that Christ is the only begot-
ten Son of God and the only way of
eterngl life. And “Except ye believe
ve shall all lkewise perish,” for the
Bible distinctly declares the necessity
of believing in Christ as a Saviour and
in Christ alone.

But we also flnd these modern
Laodiceans wonderfully negative in
reference to thelr business principles.
Every Bunday morning they may be
found wending their way to their
church pews. Every Wednesday even-
ing they may attend the midweelk
prayer meeting. But the way they
act inside the church and outslde of the
church may have no more similarity
than the nature of a striped furred
lcopard can be compared to the af-
fectionate whinny of the Shetland
pony whom your children are peiting
at the barn door. Now, I am not as-
serting that these modern Laodlceans
have no business principles. I am not
asserting that these men are any worse
than thelr business asgsoclates, but I
do assert that they will be just ag dis-
honest as they can be in thelr financial
affairs and yet preserve thelr soclal
respectablility.

What is true of some dishonest busi-
ness men {8 absolutely true In refer-
ence to some dizhonest political candi-
dates. I see the political strife going
on in a large city. One of the parties
has fallen into such disrepute that in
order to win at the polls its leaders de-
clde to nominate as a candldate one
who 13 not of thelr kindi So they go
and offer the nomination to a well
known  Christian church. member. In
nine cases out of ten what does that
nominee do? Does he go to the polls
and bribe voters? Oh, no. That would
not be honest. But he does commit a
crime in the sight of God which 13 juet
a8 Neifious. Instead of coming out flat-
footed for an honest electton he be-
comes a modern political Laodicean.
He shuts his eyes to the dishonestics
that are being done In his name. He
says, T am not responsible because I
simply remalin silent at this politieal
Now, my friends, these
teachings of my text practically mean
this. A man must be positively honest
In all hig financial dealings. He must
be positively honest In seeing that all
those who work in his name are acting
honestly, else God will have none of
him. Mere negative respectabllity in
God's sight docs not measure up to his
standard,

1 find, too, that the appalling spirit-
ual negatlveness of the modern Laodi-
cean Is most frequently demonstrated
in man's relation to the amusement
question.  Where there is one luke-
warm Christlan  who will dishonor
Christ In his financial dealings there
are five, ten, fifteen or even twenty who
will dishonor him when the day's work
I8 done or when out on a summer va-
cation. And the amusement glng of
the Amerlean Laodicean at home are
as nothing compared to those American
Laodiceans’ sing when they ®o travel-
ing in Burope or Asla or in Africa or
in any foreign land. Let me illustrate

er home, in Mexigo. Sunday morning
has rolled around. What are you go-
ing to do? Wil you attend the Prot-
estant Church, as/you would do if a
home? ‘No,* you say, “I guess not.
I have tickets for the bullfight. Why,
one of the finest metadores the
world is going to fight to-day. I will
never get another chance to see him.”
Is that so? What if you do not get
another chance. Ought you to go and
‘'see one of the most brutal exhibitions
‘in the world, where imen and.horses are
toften horribly' mangled? Because oth-
yer people do wrong in Spain and Mex-
ico can you ‘afford to do wrong on the
question. of your vaieation atisements?

Sunday at home ¢omes z&\gnd. The
communion . of the TLords [BSupperis
to be celebrated at yoyr church. A
party & friends is going down to the
beach., What are you golng to dp?
Stay away and go ta church, as you’
ought, or go off on Sabbath desecra-
tlon? I know of'an-elder of one of
the largest Presbyterlan churches of
the west not only staying away from
church on the S8abbath day, but when
the members of his church were as-
sembling for communlon he rode past
that church on the.top of a taliyho to
take some of his eastern fricrids out to
see the city sights. As a church offi-
cer, do you ever sin thus? Wednesday
evening comes around, It is prayer
meeting night. A card party or a
dance is to be given the same evening.
Which will you choose to attend?
These {llustrations are not imaginary.
These conditions meet us as church
members almost every month of our
lives. In declding how we shall solve
the amusement question, nearly all of
us decide whether we will be positive
Christians or negative modern Laodi-
ceang, cursed by a lukewarm allegl-
ance to Cod. '

Lastly, T remark that the lukewarm
Christianity of our modern Laodiceans
is demonstrated in . reference to the
professed’ ‘disciples of Jesus  Christ,
neglecting to win their brethren from
thefr sins. If the negative Christians
are spending an evenihg with a party
of friends, they may not tell the lewd
story themselves, but they will not re-
buke that story when they hear some
one else telling it.  If they sce another
traveling the crowded paths of sin,
they may not follow, but they do not
go forth and as a Christian friend say:
*“Brother, this {8 not the way to
Chr! Let me lead you into the right
path.” In other words, in their fricnd-
ship to Christ they are like a chame-
leon—changing their colors to suit their
surroundings.

The religion of these modern Laodi-
ceans is like the wavering friendship
of Marie Louise, one of the most con-
temptible characters of all history.
The sccond wife of Napoleon Bona-
parte clung to no ono. She had a
heart of putty. As soon as she left her
father's palace she forgot her father,
her brothers and sisters and her step-
mother. When her husband was  de-
throned, Napoleon Bonaparte at once
passed out of her life. She had no fur-
ther use for him and almost immedl-
ately formed an affection for Count
Neippert, one of Napolcon’s . bitterest
foes,  She would not write to her ex-
fled husband, and when Napoleon re-
turned from Elba she was in mortal
terror lest her sing should find her out.
When the King of Rome, her only son,
was dying, his mother cared no mere
for him than if he had been a peasant'd
child. When Count Neippert died, Ma-
rle Loufse almost at once formed a
sinful alllance with another member of
the Austrian court, Her heart seemed
to have turned from a heart of putty to
one of stone. FHer affections were as
tho waters of tho shallowest. of brooks,
which could gurgle and smile no mat-
ter what sun shone upon them., Her
loving: power was as dead as s the
heart of a dried up mummy which has
been buried a thousand years in ohe of
the Egyptian pyramlds and is now put
under a glass case in the Calro muse-
um.  So with some of us. Like Marle
Loulse, we smile on God when we are
with God; we smile on God’s enemlies
when we are with God's encmies. We
are never. God's true, firm dlsciples.
We never uphold him. We never fight
for him. We are never ready to die
for him as Christ died for us.  Oh,
that we might be faithful to God in re-
buking the sins of others as well as
true to him in refcrence to the per-
sonal actions of our own lives!

Would that we might be ag true to
God's love in every way sa¢ Dr, Joseph
Leidy, the great naturalist, was true
in his noble affection for dumb brutes.
Some years ago Dr. Leldy was lectur-
ing on natural history to the students
of Swarthmore College, about ten
miles out of Philadelphla, where he
lived. To Illustrate his subject he took
into the classroom three little mud tur-
tles out of a nearby pond, After the
lecture he locked these little turtles up
in his laboratory, intending to turn
them loose next day. That night Dr,
Leldy was summoned to Gernmany by
¢able. He had to catch the early boat
for New York noxt morning. There
was no traln out that night to the col-
lege town. So, rather than let his 1t
tle friends, the mud turtles, starve to
death in the cloget of which he only
had the key. Dr. Leidy walked over
the Penngylvania hills to the college
town and then walked back and caught
the early morning train for New York
“Ah” said ho to the college janltor, I
could not go away and sall for Europe,
and think of those little turtles starv-
ing to death In my closet.”

“A little thing,” you say. Yes, it was
a little act, but it was a noble act,
which showed a tender heart. Thus
may our love to Christ be demonstrat-
ed. May it be a positive love May
we be true to him In our pleasures
Last, but not least, may we be true to
Christ in rébuking sin wherever it s
found. And In our rebukes, may we
strive to lead the sinner inio the spirlt
of Christ's sacrifice,
