GERMAN GOODS
BOUND FOR AMERICA
AT ROTTERDAM

WASHINGTON,July 29.—Goods con-
signed to American cities, valued at
$150,000,000 are lying on the docks of
Rotterdam, held by the British order
in council, forbidding all commerce
with Germany or Austria. Much of the
merchandise is of German origin and
cannot be moved, ending the result
of the British-American negotiations,
over the order in council. Some of
the shipments, however, are of Belgian
origin and efforts are being made with
the unofficial and of the State Depart-

ment, to secure safe conduct for
this portion.
State Department officials today

were drafting a note to Germany ask-
ing payment for the loss of the Ameri-
can steamer Leelanaw, torpedoed by
a German submarine, off the Orkney
Islands, last Sunday, on the ground of
violation of the Prussian-American
treaty of 1828.

Any doubts in the minds of officials
that the treaty of 1828 had been violat-
ed were removed by unofficial advices
which said that the German sub-mar-
ine commander was unwilling to jetti-
son the Leelanaw’s cargo and to
allow her to proceed. The claim for
damages is similar to that made in the
case of the William P. Frye.

CANADA MUST
PROVIDE MEN AND -
STILL MORE MEN

LONDON, July 28.—In a long ar-
ticle in the Globe today entitled “Brit-
ain's Second Wind,” Ralph Connor
who returned yesterday from the front
with his wounded brother, Dr. Alfred
Gordon, says no man living, not even
Kitchener, knew until three months
ago how serious this war was. Now
that Britain has realized its serious-
ness she is lending the money, the
men, and the munitions to carry it
through successfully. Only if her pres-
ent strenuous attitdue towards the
struggle is maintained, he says can
defeat be averted. Canada need not
find money, but she must help to pro-
vide men and munitions.”

The article concludes:

“Canadian women, you will not hold
back your men, your sons and your
sweethearts, but will send them forth
where honor and safety bid them go.
Men, and even more men. Not the
men only who can be spared. Not the
men without ties of love to hold their
hearts. Not the men whose going is
easy. No, no. But the men whose
going will imperil business interests
and will break hearts. These men,
men of sacrifice, whose wives and
mothers will wave them away with
mist-dimmed eyes, but with  hearts
that will not refuse to make complete

SEIZED GREEK SAILING SHIP

ROME, via Paris, July 29.—News-
paper despatches received from Tunis
say that an Allied warship captured a
large Greek sailing ship off Cape Mat-
tapan and towed it into Bizoua. Five
Turkish officers are dealared to have
been found hidden aboard the ship,
which was laden with provision and
arms and ammunition intended for the
rebels of Cyrenaica. On searching. an
officer, who seemed to be the leader of
the expedition, a letter is said to have
been found from the Sultan of Turkey
to the Grand Senoussi, rebel chieftain.
The despatch say that the French au-
thorities are maintaining the greatest
reserve concerning the seizure.

EXACTLY WHERE
GREAT BRITAIN STANDS

(London Daily Mail.)

There exists throughout this coun-
try a state of ignorance about the real
facts of the war, and it suggests that
some member of the Government
should tell the nation the truth. But
why wait for a Government statement,
which will assuredly be confined to
vague generalities? The present posi-
tion of the war can be accurately de-
duced from facts already published
which are common knowledge.

There are two things about which
the nation ought to be thinking, not
with apprehension, but clearly and
calmly. One is Calais and the other is
invasion. There is every reason to
believe that the Germans will strike

another blow for Calais. It is no
answer to say that they tried and
failed last November. The first

battle of Ypres was a hurried affair,
which developed on both sides without
careful preparation. The next time
the Germans try to burst through to
Calais they will throw into the attack
“every ounce,” and will only move
when they are able to advance with a
strength which they will think over-
whelming. The real Armageddon may
still be fought somewhere between
Ghent and Calais. The enemy mean
to retain Belgium if they can, and they
regard the seizure of Calais as an
essential prelude to that destruction
of England upon which they are still
bent with the deadliest earnest. We
ought to consider this question of
Calais with the utmost seriousness. It
is graver than the country thinks, and
the attack, if it comes at all, will prob-
ably come this summer or autumn,

With the Germans and their mon-
ster guns at Calais we should lose
control .of the narrow seas. Calais
means to-day a race between Mr Lloyd
George and the German general staff.
If we get enough shells and guns in
time Calais may be saved. Do not be
deluded by the specious argument that
once the Germans pass their trenches
shrapnel will stop them. The con-
trary has just been proved in Galicia,
especially on the line of the San. The
Russians had . plenty of shrapnel. They
sometimes fought their field guns to
the very last second, and occasionally
had to abandon them in consequence.
They inflicted with shrapnel enormous
losses on the German close forma-
tions, but the big guns and the high
explosive shells always drove them
back in the end.

This country still laughs at talk of
invasion. Not many months ago it
was laughing at Zeppelins. No one
laughs at Zeppelins now, and it is time
to stop being incredulous about in-
vasion. Far stranger and more un-
likely things than the invasion of
England have already happened in
this war. In official quarters it is
sometimes said that the Germans are
talking a great deal about invasion in
the hope of causing a panic in Eng-
land and stopping us from sending
more reinforcements to France. Even
statements in official quarters require
examination, as by this time we have
reason to know. There will never be
a panic in England, even if the enemy
effected a landing. A threat of inva-
sion should never prevent us from
pouring reinforcements into France,
because by keeping the enemy busy
there we lessen the risk of being in-
vaded ourselves. But the talk of in-
vading England is more than a dream
and more than a dodge. The Germans
began to think about it very early in
the war, and in their usual practical
manner they began to prepare for it.
They have always kept ready the
transports, the wharves, the railway
sidings, and the stores. These facili-
ties are ready to-day.

If they make the attempt, it will
probably be as a bold and rockless
stroke when they feel reduced to
desperation. The attempt ought not
to succeed, but there is more than a
chance that they might at least effect
a landing. The problem does not
discussion,
but it ought to be regarded quite seri-
ously and gravely. The best authori-
ties now believe that the Germans will
try to land, and if they succeed the
horrors of Belgium will seem trivial
when compared with the atrocities

this nation of brutal outlaws will com-
mit in England. Their aim will be
obliteration and nothing less. The

British public should not be deceived
any longer, nor should it deceive it-
boastings about the
encircling sea. The truth is, as every
Minister knows, that invasin is not
impossible, that it may be tried, and
that it probably will be tried. This is
not scaremongering. It is the cold
truth, and the public ought to know it.

The Germans believe they are win-
ning the war, and if a stranger from
