Radio Library. The transcription
is flexible and tough while a record
is stiff and brittle. A scratch ruins
a record; it doesn't dent a trans-
cription, A dropped record is a total
loss. A dropped transcription is
picked up dusted off put on the
player or back in its covering enve-
lope as the case may be. Trans-
criptions are light as the proverb-
fal feather, translucent and pleas-
ing to the eye, tinted as-they are
in soft ambers and reds.

Despite their 16 inch diameter,
one with ten selections, five to a
side, occupies less room than one
phonograph record and holds as
much music as five records. CJRW
has a large library of transcriptions
which will entertain Maritime Us-
teners for time to come.

Master Control Room

In CJRW'’s control room all pro-
grams are carefully adjusted and
monitored. The many dials, swit-
ches and plugs, indicator lights and
meters, all have a specia! meaning
to the highly qualified operator
who is in charge of this nerve cen-
tre of radio broadcasting. ’
The turntables in the control
room are 18 inches in diameter
and revolve at two exact speeds —
78 revolutions per minute for phon-
ograph records and 33 1-3 revolut-
fons per minute for the larger tran-
scriptions, which are used exclus-
ively for radio broadcasting. These
require the highest degree of ac-
curacy in speed to faithfully repro-
duce the original squnds as they
are recorded.

Pounding through a teletype
machine at the rate of 60 words per

minute news of the world from the
wires of British United Press is
brought to CJRW's listening aud-
fence at regular intervals. Local
news too is also played up by’ the
station’s newscasters.

One of the most vital services of
broadcasting organizations is  to
present the news fairly and truth-
fully, completely and in a suitable
manner. A fifteen minute broadcast

requires in the vicinity of 2,000
words. Into this, for a night news-
cast must be compressed the most
important events of the day all
over the world.
