Pilgrims to the
Plains of Beauve

(By British United Press)

LONDON, July 22—Thousands of
Frenchwomen and pilgrims are
travelling home, across the flower-
ing plains of the Beauce, from
Chartres Cathedral—the most cur-
ious monument in France—where
the veil of the Virgin Mary, given to
Charlemagne by a Byzantine Emp-
ress, has been exposed for a week,
in a gilt monstrance amid a forest
of candles, to celebrate the ninth
centenary of the building by Bishop
Fulbert of the crypt, the. largest in|
France, in which the relic is ' norm-
ally, preserved in a cedar-wood box.

The church is built on a site of
the martyrdom of the Virgin Mod-
esta, daughter of the Roman gover-
nor, Quirinus, Her body was flung
into ithe well' which the present ca-
thedral encloses.
