‘‘the great question’'? Did He begin
His probing interrogatory by nsking
the more difficult question first.

No. Jesus sought out a favorable
opportunity for the serious business
He had on hand and made things as
easy as possible for those with whom
He wished to deal. He would not un
duly expose their ignorance nor too
publicly rebuke the errors of their
loyalty and zeal. He was a loving,
truthful, tactful teacher.

The easy paves the way for the
more difficult, the general leads to
the particular, the col'ective to the
personal, It was not so hard to ans-
wer what the people thought con-
cerning the personality of Jesus, but
where - opinions differed, so widely
among others, the straight personal
question, ‘‘But who say ye that I
am?’’ must , have thrilled in  the
breasts of the disciples with its puz-
zling difficulties of reply.

But the personal issue is always
best met by the spontaneous and
courageoug answer of faith. Faith
speaks more trvly from the soul
than the gearchings of phllosophers
or the findings of knowledge from
the intellect. Flesh and blood never
dictate the worthiest or the more ac-
curate answers. There is a Spirit—
even the Holy Spirit—in man who
will gpeak the truth for us without
fail if we will let Him. Peter did
that.

It was a great confession, None
greater can be made from human
lips or from ' the' human heart.
Think! What are the implications of
thé statement which avers that Jesus
of Nazareth, called by Himself the
Son of man, is the Christ? ‘‘Thou
art. the Christ.’”” If that is so, what?
Yet, boys' and girls, alas, men and
women living in a Chnstian land,
attending Christian churches, living

Lord Christ. At the same time what
is wrong in this anomalous condition
is not in the confession. Peter was
right.

But Peter went wrong ‘apd met
sharp ' rebuke. And’ the impulsive
man went wrong where most of ug do
still. He assimed to dictate a course
of action to the One whom he had
‘confessed was.the Christ, - .

How unseemly! How !mpertinent!
How pagan! But was it not his loy-
alty which spoke—even his zeal and
love? Yes. But it was the loyalty
and love of flesh and blood which
chose the easier road or another
way for the accomplishment of divine
and spiritual purposes than the only
road and the only way which had
been discovered to him by his Lord
as possible for the fulfillment of
those purposes, namely. the' way of
suffering ‘and of sacrifice, of cross-
bearing and death.

Let our ears and our hearts be

very attentive, open, receptive to the
teachings of Jesus which, in the les-
son, sets forth the prlnciple of living
the Christ-life and of working ont
the Christ-will and reproducing the
Christ-love. Gain by loss. Life by
death. No profit in gain. No living
by life. No cross no crown.
If that course appears to be the
way of shame to any, it for shame
‘| that course: will not be followed—
then, that shame shall prove to be
the purchaser of shame. What will
it mean to bhe disowned at that
great day?
