CONTRABAND
GOES T0 ENEMY
N QUANTTIES

Large Shipments of Copper, Rubber,
Etc.,, Passing Through Italy.—
Britain Wil Stop It.

LONDON, Novewmber 21.— Informa-
tion is in the possession of the Brit-
ish Government, it is said, which
praves exclusively that very large
shipments of copper,rubber and other
commodities are passing through It-
alian ports on their way to Germany.
In New York large purchases of
topper are bein€ made by representa-
tives of houses in Rotterdam, Am-
sterdam and Copenhagen, who,it is
stated, are working ow German < gp-
count. Directions at the game time
are given that these consignments of
copper are to be shipped through It-
alian ports to the order of various
financial institutions which are said
to be controlled largely by German
capital. American copper refiners ap-
Pear to be capable of protecting
their own interests since they usual-
ly insist on payment in cash before
they allow the copper to be shipped,

WILL HALT THE CONTRABAND.

The British Government is deter-
mined that it will use every legiti-
mate means to prevent copper reach-
ing Germany where it is being made
into ammunition for use against’ the
British forces. Great Britain, there-
fore, is diverting various steamers
to Gibraltar, which are carrying
copper to Italy where ' the capper is
discharged. The steamers are prompt-
ly released. Some of this copper ac-
tually has been found packed in cag-
es marked Danzig. Other lots are
shipments made upon ‘orders through
German houses in  Amsterdam and
Rotterdam. Some . of these ‘houses are
said to be connected with the Krupps
manufacturers of big guns. It is un-
derstood  that representatives of
some big copper refining . firms re-
cently sailed from New' York'tor 'Fur-
ope with the object of consulting
agents  of - aGerman firms  as
to the best meays .of , forwarding
copper to Germany, A

A SUBTLE SUBTERFUGE, 1

Italian firms also have been ap-
proached by German purchasefs of
copper with a view of arranging for
the use of the ngmes : of‘ the former
for the purpose of concealing the
fact that Americans copper shipped
to the purchasers is destined for
Germany. :
Since October 25 vessels bound
from New York for Italy, haviug on
board ‘a ‘total of 7,700 tons of copper
have been diverted to Gibralter, and
the British Government is informed
that some thousands.of tons addit-
ional are now _en route for Italy.

BRITISH FAIRNESS,

band trade in copper with Germany
through Italy. With a few possible
exceptions, American exporters do
not suffer as they have been paid al-
ready, but the British Government,
not wishing to be unreasonable in
any way, is prepared so far gs con-
cerns shipments made before October
29 when copper was transferred from
the conditional to the actual contra-
band list to arrange for the pur-
chase of copper which it has detain-
ed.

CHAPLAIN'S EXPERIENCE

Itev. -J, Esslemont Adams, Army
Chaplain, writes a most interesting
letter to the congregation of the West
United Free Church, Aberdeen,  in
which he gives particulars of his ex-
citing work at the front. In the course
of his letter he says:—

“l1 reached Southampton on Septem-
ber 24, and was instructed to receive
rations for six days and proceed on
board the 8. S. Pancras, a troop ship
which in peace times is a well-known
South American mail steamer. As
Havre, which we believed to be the
British base overseas, is only seven
hours from Southampton, six days’
rations seemed strange. But in the
army it is “Do as you are told,” The
dispatches of the Commander-in-Chief
published recently have told the world
(what we soon realized that for mili-
tary reasons it had become necessary
to transfer our base to St. Nazaire.
After a pleasant sea trip lasting
three days, we passed St. Nazaire and
moored - well up the river Soire. I
found the Chaplain General: at the
Headquarters, and was at once posted
by him to the duty for which I was
detailed to the Expeditionary Force—
namely, work among Presbyterian sol-
diers in Scottish regiments. In the
nine hospitals at this base their are
many Presbyterians among the wound-
ed, and to the “Jocks” as they are
called, I have been ministering con-
stantly. Some of these nine hospitals
are entirely occupied by British wound-
ed, others are KFrench hospitals with
soldiers of all denominations, a few
British, hundreds of French, and a fair
proportion of Turcos, Zouaves and
Senegalese, who belong to the French
Force.

WAS AN OUTRAGE TO CIVILIZA.
TION

Among this strange medley known
as the “Allies” there is one commion
article of ‘the faith—This war is an
outrage on civilization. That is what
the soldier believes, although he may
use stronger language by way of the
definition! The awful wound« the
lurid tales of the retreat to the Marne,
and of the fight at the Aisne prove e
horror of this war. Our men “have
done their bit,” and one is not surpris-
ed at the affection in which they are
held by the French people.

The fortitude of the wounded is a
wonder to me day by day. In one tent
two men lie in the next bed one to the
other—(I have just watched them fin-
ish a game of chess)—one with his
right leg amputated, the other with
his left—"Good luck, isn’t it, sir, one
pair of boots will do the both of us
when we get up”; in another tent a
happy private in‘the H. L. 1., a conduc-
tor on. a Glasgow tramcar before the
war broke out, lies shot in the bhack in
two places, and having also his left
arm torn by:shrapnel; in another is a
“Jock” with ‘paralysis from a bullet
which graze(l his spine, who says he
must get better soon because no one
else can valet his master properly;
here and there are cases of tetanus,
that malign malady of the Champagne
country; but whatever the trouble,
everywhere the men are hopeful and
cheery.
