THE GLAUCOUS GULL

This is our largest gull, though
No. e mese numerous of its clan.
The word ‘“glaucous” originally
meant sea-green, but it was after-
wards rather loosely applied (by
botanists) as an adjective imply-
ing “bloom” on fruit or leaves. As
used in the present case it refers
to the greyish (sometimes pale
bluish) tinge of the gull's wings.

The Glaucous Gull nests in the
Labrador and Hudson Bay regions
and winters south to New York,
with stragglers reaching North
Carolina. There are the migranto
too, which reach our shores and
ecome winter residents. Other
groups wander inland and puc in
the winter on the shores of the
Great Lakes. i

C. S. Brimley, of North Carolina,
gives this Gull g bad character:
“Its large size and ferocious habits
make it the terror of other birds
of the frigid seas for it eats the
young of many spectes and unhesi-
tatingly will swallow whole, birds
as large as adult Golden Plovers,
It robs the Razor-billed Auk of its
prey and sometimes even kills and
eats an auk. Like most gulls, it
also is a scavenger of the ocean
and the adjacent coast lines.”

Glaucous Gull, or Burgomaster.

Uses of Potatoes

Potatoes in the making of indas-
trial alcohol, was the subject of a
Note in this column. This product
I imagine would be useful as an
anti-freeze liquid for car engines.
The present note deals with the
potato as an article of food, and
here it must be stated that our cus-
tom of bo#ing the tubers and mash-
ing them for consumption is mon-
otonous and unimaginative. In Brit-
ain, s1y 50 years ago, it was pos-
sible to procure “potato pies,” which
differed in the different count'es:
some contained meat and onions as
well as the sliced potatoes, others
had mashed potatoes and hard-boil-
ed eggs sliced and flavored w'th
nutmeg and salt! There were some
with sausage meat, and various
other fillings, but all had a founda-
tion of potatoes and all were cover-
ed with pastry and baked in the
oven.

The poorer miners from Corawall,
who came into county Durham to
work the coal, ate “Cornish Pas-
ties,” filled with potatces, carrots,
onions, etc.,, but no meat, These
ples were an occasion of derision
by the native miners who “kept
up their strength” on beef and
beer.

Ples or pasties are one class of
potato viands but there are many
others. “Potato Balls”, of mashed
potatoes, moulded to the size of
walnuts, and fried in deep fat,
were served with varidus garnish-
ings of minced parsley, shallots, or
ham. There were several kinds of
potato biscuits and cakes, puddings
with lemon or currants, and in
Germany the accommodating tuber
was employed in the making of
beer. I have said nothing about
“fish and (potato) chips,” wnich

Fun That Saves Money, In
Growing Garden Plants

Every home gardener should
know how to start seeds in a seed
box, which florists call a “flat,” and
move the plants when large enough
to their destined place in the gaz- |
den, g

In some sections whole gardens
are made of such plants, usually
purchased, But your own plants can
be grown easily at far less ex-
pense, once a few simple methods
are learned,

There are both advantages and
disadvantages in starting seeds this
way. It takes longer to grow either
vegetables or flowers, because of
the set-back which s caused by
transplanting. But when the seed
box can be started weeks before
seeds could be sown outdoors, an
earller harvest is possible, even
though growth takes longer.

Some plants are diffcult to trans-
plant, all the vegetable root crops,
for example; and many flowers
such as popples, and salpiglossis.
But skilled operators can transplant
almost any subject.

An advantage of the seed box
method is that seeds go farther,
since all can be grown to plants, if

superior sires.
