Find Death Of
Springhill Child
Was Accidental

A verdict of accidental death
was brought in by a coroner's ‘ury
at-Summerside last night .u_the
death of 8-year-old ' Pauliné Mac-
Leod of Springhill who had been
killed in a road accident in that
district last Synday afternocn.

The first witness last night was
Stewart Adams of Sea View who
told of being in:a car, driven by
Francis Dunning, going up the
Western Road on Suaday after
noon, Also with them in the :oupe
car was Miss Florena Adams,. sis=
ter of the witness. At Soringhill
they approached a truck prrked
on the side of the rcad and head-
ing in the opposite direction. A
woman holding a child, with un-
other child by her side, was stand-
ing on the right side of the road
as they approached.

Asked what happened as they
approached the witness replied
“the next thing I noticed was a
white cap flying over the radiator
That was about all I saw..ill we
stopped and saw the child lying on
the road.” Witness said that the
driver had sounded his horn and
slowed 'down, They were travelling
about 25 miles an hour, which was
an estimtaed speed as the specdo-
meter was broken,

Witness said he would estimate
the distance from the truck to
where the child lay as abput 35
yards and it was about 10 yards
further on to where the car came
to a stop. Witness testified (hat
none ‘of the occupants of the car
had anything to drink.

Florena Adams corroborated the
evidence of the first witness and
said ‘that the horn had sounded
and that they were travelling at
a speed of about 20 miles an .our.

Francis Dunning, testified that
he owned a 1939 Plymouth coupe
and was the driver of the car in-
volved in the accident, He testifi~d
that as he approached the parked
truck, he said, he saw 4 white cap
pass over the radiator and folt a
thump as if a wheel had dropped
into a hole in the roaud. He applied
the brakes when he heard the
ladies on the truck yelling. He ex-
plained that when he saw the cap
he thought it had blewn out of the
truck. He went back ‘and saw ihe
little girl lying on (he road Later
he gave his name to a person who
asked for it.
