The corporative system is the kernel of eco-
nomic Fascism. It 1s built up of local occupa-
tional and professional asscciations. These in
ciude trade unoins, emplovers’ associations, co- |
operatives and guilds. In cach district only one
association of each economic category may exist
for employers and one for the workers; and
unless the membership of an association repre- |
sents not less than a certain percentage of em- |
ployment in that category within the district, no |
charter is granted for an association. Nobody
is compelled to join an association, but those who
stand out have no say in the control of their
occupation, while they are bhound to follow the |
eontracts for wages and hours for their category.
At the same time non-members shure in the es-
sential benefits of the work done by the as- |
sociation. This work consists of making collec-
tive wage and work contracts as between as-
sociations of employers and of workers. Futh-
ermore all associations are required to further
the economic interests of the industry, to watch
itz moral interests, to arrange for technical edu-
cation, charitahle foundations and recreational
nstitutes.  The associations of employers and
workers together in a district form a corpora-
tion for the category.

A corporation is a state organ.  Both stril
aind lock-outs are forbitden by the state. there-
fore corporations are charged with ironing ou
een employers and workers:

Prohibition Enforcement

Increased prosecutions and convictions under
the Prohibition Act were cited by Premier
Campbell in his budget speech as evidence that
the Prohibition Act is being better enforced.
The Premier may have forgotten that at the
regular session of 1935, when a corresponding
increase in police activities was shown to have
occurred under Conservative administration, as
against the preceding Liberal record, he was the
first to object to this method of comparison.
“No doubt,” he said “‘our honourable friends
will quote figures of convictions and seizures by
the R.C.M.P. As I explained last year, these
figures can talk both ways. They may mean
either that the law is being enforced, or that
more liquor is being consumed.” (Patriot, April
3, 1935). He then proceeded to quote figures
of convictions for drunkenness in the town of
Summerside ; for the Liberal period 1928-30 the
number was as azainst 325 for the Con-

servative period 1032-34, as evidence—not of
| stricter enforcement — but showing  thar
| drunkenness was on the increase.

Those who are in favour of allow-
ing the provinces to hold sweep-
stakes claim that this would remove
from the Canadians a public nuis-
ance in the form of many illegal
lotteries since it is  ridiculous to
state that lotteries and sweepstakes
are not being carried on in this
country., They t.?:omt out that there
is clear proof that there is a wide-
spread sale of tickets for
schemes in every part of Canada,
where organizations and individuals
sell these ticket; in a manner that
causes the law to appear farcical.
In fact, in the past four years more
than $3,000000 has been paid to
Canadians by sweepstakes held a-
broad, and much more than that
amount has gone out of this coun-
try for tickets. It 15 admitted by all
that it is impossible for all the po-
lice agencies in this Dominion to
wipe out this sale of these tickets
and there are not enough jails in

nd to hold the convicted per-
sons if the law was rigidly en-
forced. Therefore, why not divi
some of this money for charity pur-
poses at home instead of permitting
a levy on Canadians for institutions
abroad? Oxford University, the Uni-
versity of Paris, and Harvard Uni-
versity, were started by sweep-
stakes, and everyone must confess
that these famous Iinstitutions of
learning are not looked upon as
born in sin. As a final argument,
those favol this scheme asort
that a change in the law in inevit-
able because several governments
have already expressed thelr ap-
proval and intention to carry out
sweepstakes, notably in the cases of
Ontario and Quebec,

The sweepstake idea was origin-
ated in India many years ago with
the famous “Calcutta Sweeps.” It is
admitted by gambling authorities
that- the buying of a ticket on &
sweepstake is one of the wildest
forms of gambling known to man-
kind, if this affair is conducted
honestly, one authority claims that
the chances against a' first prize

er are about 400,000 to 1. The
sale of tickets for a  sweepstake
ends only when all the tickets are
sold, and then there is a drawing,
wherein all the stubs of those who
bought tickets are placed in a drum
and the name of all the horses in
the race are put in another drum.
The name of a horse is drawn and
likewise that of a holder of a tle-
ket. The person represented by the
stub has that horse running for him
in the race. This method of gambl-
ing can reach very high figures as
was witnessed in the English Derby
of 1936 when the sweepstake gross
was $6,609,600 for this one race, and
the opponents of this scheme claim
that Canadians will regret any

change of policy which is favour-
able towards this form of legalized
gambling since such ideas often
out of control of the initial limita-
tions as to purpose and extent.
