8 ocups unsweetened cooked

prunes

3 oranges

1-3 cup sugar
1-4 teaspcon ci:

1-4 teaspoon ginger

1 1-2 oups buiiercd soda biscuit

crumbs

1 cup prune juice

18 marshmallows
Method: Remove the pits from the
prunes, Peel the oranges, removing
all white membrane, and then cut
into small pleces,

Mix the sugar, cinnamon and
ginger. Place a layer of the soda
bisouit crumbs in the bottcm of a
greased casserole; add a layer of
prunes, then a layer of oranges, and
half the sugar-spice mixture. Add
more of the crumbs and half the
marshmallows, then the remainder
of the fruit and of the sugar-spice
mixture. Add more of the crumbs
and scatter the remainder of the
marshmallows over the top. Pour
in the prune juice and bake, cover-
ed, in a hot oven (400 dez. F.) for
25 minutes, then uncover and bake
long enough to brown the top.
