MIND AND BODY ARE ONE

There was a time when a pa- |

tient consulting his physician re-

garding his heart, stomach, blood
pressure or other part, was, after

examination, told that there was
nothing at all wrong with him,
and that he should “forget” about
it. This was good advice in some
cases, because, knowing that the
heart, blood vessels, or stomach
was free from real or organic
trouble, set the patient’s mind at
rest and the symptoms —often
caused by his worry or anxiety
about them—would disappear.
However, where the pa.ent has
“something on his mind”, scme
worry, anxiety, or other emotional
disturbance, ‘this emot‘onal dis-
turbance can actually upset the
natural workings of the heart,
stomach, liver or other organ and

so upset these natural workings
that many of the symptoms of
organic heart, liver, stomach or
other disease may be present.

Prof. W. B. Cannon of Harvard
has shown that these continuous |
emotional upsets can actually in
time cause organic disease. And
in turn, an organic ailment, such
as heart diseate, can upsct tra
mind and cause mental illness.

The point must therefore be re-
membered that an upset mind can
upset the proper working of the
organs. and an upset or improper.y
working organ—infection in teeth,
in tonsils, in gall bladder — can
upset the mind. Thus in the well-
equipped state or provincial men-
tal instututions dentists are reg-
ularly on the staff,- and other
specialists—ear, nose and throat,
gynecolgists (women's discases),
heart and chest—visit the institu-
tion about once a week.

As an instance of how thea upset
mind can effect other parts of the
body, Dr. J. L. Fetterman, Lake-
side Hospital, Cleveland, in the
Journal of the American Medical

Association says. ‘Conflict can
cause dizziness, discouragement,
and ircezularity of ° the heart;

despair aeranges digestion; shame
alters the skin color; tension brings
on tremors (shaking of parts of .the
body); indecision causes sleep-
lessness, and fear spreads through
the entire nervous system to up-
set any and all of its workings.”
This means then that mind and
body are not just closely related:
mind and body are one. Thus when
the heart or stomach or other
organ has symptoms, yet tests
show no organic trouble and there
is no infection present. the m'nd—
emotional upsets (domestic or
business) may be causing the dis-
turbance. :

New—Brunswick Stamp

. (London Observer)

There will come under the ham-
mers in Bond street one of the
most curious stamps which the
Empire has ever produced.

New Brunswick was its port of
orig'n, Charles Connell its true
and only begetter, and May 15
should have been the day on which
it appeared. But it was stillborn,
and will remain so for all time. .

For nine years the colony had
beén using stamps of unique de-
sign—the crown surrounded by the
rose, shamrock and thistle—and of
unusual shape, a square standing
on one of its points.

In 1859 the Government decided
to change its stamp printers, and
to use a more conventional shape
and a more usual des'gn. The de-
tailed -work was naturally handed
over to their Postmaster General,
one Charles Connell.

He decided to add a touch of or-
iginality to the series by including
his portrait on one of the stamps.
Unfortunately he was not exactly
a beauty — muttonchop whiskers
round a collection of rather hard
features. This was the face he put
on the 5 cent, the most used value,
as the stamp most suitable to bear
his portrait.

Bul before the stamp was placed
on sale his colleagues in the Cab-
inct got wind of his intention and
decided to supplant their postmast-
er, and to suppress his stamp. A
few, however, escaped to find their
way into collectors’ albums.

The one to be sold is rather above
the average in condition, and
should fetch between £50 and £60.

WATCH FOR ARMY WORM

Sir,—I would like to bring to the
attention of you valuabie paper,
the danger that exists at the pres-
ent time, in our Province, on ac-
count of the ravages of the Army
Worm which is making inroads in
the grain fields in three or four
sections of the Province. It is im-
portant that all farmers carefully
walch their ficids, as the worms
feed at night and cannot be seen
in the day, as they hide under

 lumps of clay and out-of-the-way

places. They rapidly eat the blades
of the green stock and finally cut
the head off, so that in some cas-
es, the field is almost a total loss
before the farmer realizes that the
Army Worm has paid h m a visit.

About the only practical way ‘of
dealing with this scourge, is to
prepare poison, made up as follows:
25 1bs. of dry bran, 3 gals. of water,
2 qts. of cheap molasses, 1-2 1b.
Paris Green or Arsenate, The liq-
uids should be mixed separately,
the dry material also mixed sep-
arately, and then the whole mixed
together so that every flake of bran
is moistened.

Only sufficient water should be
used to make a crumbly mixture,

| that will just hold together when

t ghtly squeezed in the hand. It
should be scattered late in the af-
ternoon by hand, at the rate of
from 15 to 50 lbs. to the acre.

The Department of Agriculture is
very anxious in regard to this in-
vasion, and urges that the people
will keep us informed of any ap-
pearance they see in their fields.
Also inform Plant Pathology De-
partment, Experimenta] Farm.

DOG TAX

Sir,—At the present time there
is a law on our statute books de-
manding that the owner of a male
dog pay a tax of $3.00, and for a

temale dog $1000. That law has
been in force for many, many

years, but the fee has been raised
from time to time, the idea being
apparently to eliminate the dog
entirely.

To-day we have a third class of
dog—a female that has been gpay-
ed oroperatedon, the fee for which
was raised frem $500 to 10.00
This operation makes the animal
more docile and more of a home
dog, very rarely leaving home un-
Jess to follow the owner. This dog
has not been taken care of in the

.tax category, and the same fee of

$10.00 is .exacted as ‘or a female
that is used for breeding purposes
to make a revenue from. In speak-
ing to a gent'eman from the City
of London, Ont, who brought his
dog with him, he advised me that
the tax he paid on a spayed ani-
mal in that City is the same as &
male, namely $2.00. and claimed
that we were being robbed, par-
ticularly when you  had a much
better behaved dog.

Some time ago a number of the
City fathers were approached to
change the law and equalize the
tax with the male dog, but the
only satisfaction given was to have
the tax raised from $5.00  to 10.00.
If citizens were encouraged to
have their dogs operated on you
would have fewer complaints of

dog ganging on our streets, and
fewer complaints about gardens
being destroyed. Wake up, -city

TURNIP SHIPMENTS

Sir,—Ninety-eight per cent of
the turnips shipped from' this pro-
vince are graded and shipped un-
der Canada No. 1 Medium Grade
which is described in the Fruit
Vegetables Act and Regulations as
follows:

“Canada No. 1 Medium"” shall in-
clude turnips or rutabagas from 4
inches to 6 inches in diameter;
which are of similar varietal char-
acteristics, firm, well shaped and
properly trimmed, free from soft
rot and practically free from dam-
age by dry rot, pithiness, freezing
injury, water core, worms, grub,
growth cracks or mechanical or
other means.

The attention of growers, loaders
aud shippers is directed to the first
qualif'cation specified in the grade
namely “Similar varietal character-
istics.”

There arc many brands or var-
ietics of turnips but for commercial
grading these may be classed as
bronze and purple. For instance
Haszard's Improved Ditmars, Whil-
emsburger and others of a greenish
color will be distinguished as bronze
while millpond, Suttler’s Champion,
Laurentian, etc, of a purple color
will be termed purple,

Such as clean, new sacks
of the one brand, well sewn so they
wil not open when handled 1n
transit. Shortage at destination jis
often due to improperly sewn sacks.

When shipping early turnips 52
Ibs. should be packed to allow for
shrinkage.

If attention were given to the
above details it would result in a
greater demand for Prince Edward
Island turnips and an increase in
profit to our growers.

But what intrigued us was a
story told by Dr. Erich Wittkower,
of Berlin, about the effects on
some people's hearts of emotjon,
arguments and so on. Speaking
about the change in the sizes of the
heart under stress of emotion, he
told the story of the wife of one of
his  colleagues. During = matri-
monial arguments on one occasion,
her husband took an X-ray picture
of her heart, and found it

distinctly smaller than normal,

If this is a fair test, as much a
we respect the profound knowledge
of the medical scientists in
question, then our ideas need an
overhauling. We have always con:
sidered doctors as about as coal in
the execution of their business as
those of any profession we know,
But a man who can take an X-ray
plcture of his wife's heart in the
full flush of matrimonal argu-
ments certainly defies the laws of
gravity, human emotion and
everything else. He has attained
the final degree of icy practicality.
We can think of nothing more
maddening to a woman than this
sort of treatment, and almost any-
thing, under such circumstances
might happen to her heart.
