BADDECK, N. 8, May 26—
Yellowing sheets of an ancient
minute book in . Baddeck's little
courthouse record one of the
brightest chapters in the early
history of aviation. s
Proudly the dimming letters set
down more than 25 years ago re-
late how ‘a Baddeck boy born and
bred” flew a half mile in an air-
plane on Feb, 23, 1909. The aviator
was J. A. D, McCurdy, now living
in Montreal.

In passing a resolution of con-
gratulation to young MoCurdy and
his sponsor, Dr, Alexander Graham
Bell, the board of commissioners
for Baddeck Centre termed his
achievement “the first flight of an
airship within Canada,” Actually.
