LONDON, Sept. 27—A blacke
'ooraerea “Iln  Memoriam” ane
couyncement in a Britisa news=
paper b4 years ago recording the

the newspaper that cynically
cnantead tne demise of cricket—
the 8porting ‘iimes—long since
has ceased to exist and the game
in Britain is ripening with old
age.

‘Che story-tellers and . cricket-
ground gossips are agreed on one
point: tne ashes mark the sup-
remacy on the cricket pitch be-

Thé ‘most popular story of the
ashes, agreed to by Marylebone
Cricket Club, ruling body of the
sport in Britain, concerns the
England-Australia - match of 1883
when the Aussies won by only
ceven runs. ‘Tae game, described
‘as ‘“extraordinary and exciting,”
brought this comment from a
sports writer of the time: “Men
noted for their coolness at critical
