Security of India
Lies‘ With Britain
Says Native Ruler

CALCUTTA, India, Jan. 5—Self-
governing Dominioh status for In-
dia, rather than the alternative ot
complete independence, was the pol-
icy urged. upon the All-Indian and
Maslem League at its opening ses-
sion today by Maharajah Mahum-
udabad, the President, He declared
the British connection gave India
undeniable security and was a valu-
able asset to Indian nationalism,
“which must face laborious decades
befors reaching sturdy manhood,”
he added.

‘Asks Broad-Mindedness

'"“'The Maharajah pointed out fur-

ther that the Motilal Nehru report
(report on a Constitution for India,
drawn up under the guidance of the
All Parties Confernce of last May)
guarantced all the perquisites of po-
litical freedom under a scheme of
self-government, and as many as
were conferable by independence, He
urged Moslems to be broad-minded
and appoint delegates to participate
in the proceedings of the All Parties
Conference and adopt the Nehru

report.‘

Camp Is Split

the camp of those favoring the al-
ternative—independence—is seriously

split.

Mahatma Gandhi, who, however,
adyccates Dominion status, now of-
a compromise basisi that if the
Imperial  Parliament does not adopt
the Nehru Constitution’

Congréss should declare in favor of

national independence as the goal,
and meanwhile should adopt such a
program and prepare the masses for
sanction to enforce the congress's
ideal. ‘

The correct answer is so simple and
so obvious that it is hard to under-
stand how Mr. *“J” and the other
gentlemen who wrote on the sube
ject could have missed it.

When Senator Hughes wrote his
first letter in the Guardian on the
subject he postulated that the cargo
of wheat sold at a profit of fifty per
cent. and the exporter invested both
principal and profit in merchandise
and brought back fifty per cent.
more than he sent out. The profits
paid for the excess imports and
thers is no mystery about it. The
fallure of our friends to see the an-
swer which had been already given
reminds me of the man who could
not see-.the forest because of the
great number of trees in the way.

These factors are tem-
porary and accidental—the great
principle is permanent and remains,
viz, that when nations are doing a
profitable natural trade their im-
ports exceed their exports. Our im-
ports are our income, and our ex-
ports are our outgo, and even a
Micawber understood that when his
income exceeded his outgo he was
financially solvent.
