British Art Exhibit
at Harris Gallery

As the exhibition which is show-
ing at the Harris Memorial Gallery
from Thursday, February 10th,
until February 16th, is the work of
two outstanding living British art-
ists, it is perhaps interesting before
viewing this work to know some-
thing of their lives and achieve=
ments,

Auglstus John R.A. was born in
1879 in Wales. Towards the end ‘of
the nineties, while a young student
at the Slade School in London,
his astonishing drawings were
hailed as a new force in British
art, Distortion for personal ems«
phasis and decorative offect was
a marked characteristic of his work,
but John was not a revolutionary;
on the contrary, he returned, as far
as he could, to thé manner of Rem-
brandt.

John painted many portraits in-
cluding those of Lloyd George,
George Bernard Shaw and the
chief characters of the Peace Con-
ference. During the war he held
a commission as officlal artist in
the Canadian Corps and exhibited
at the Canadian War Memorial EX=~
hibition in 1919 a cartoon for a
large decoration “Canadians Op-
posite Lens.” Though he is best

' xnown as a portrait painter, he is

a painter also of masterly flower-
picces, and his etchings form an
important part of his work, the
majority having been produced be-
tween 1901-1910.

John's influence  remained &
fruitful one and for some years

his fertile genius infected the
younger generation,
Gerald I, Brockhurst. born in

1890, was for a brief time distract-
ed by the so called “Chelsea in-
fluences” of Augustus John, his
individual types and his practice,
but he soon returned to the inspira-
tion of Leonardo de Vinci and
Botticelll whose works he found so
beautiful, Although he had a very
definite style of his own Brock-
hurst’s painting was based more or
less on the Italian primitives,

After a career of exceptional
brifliance at varfous art schools
where all important awards, prizes
and scholarshivs, had fallen to him,
he was elected to the Association
of the Royal Academy as a Painter.

Now, Brockhurst is better known
as an etcher, but it was not until
1920 that he began his career in
this- medium. In his painting
Brockhurst had definite ideas of
perfection and craftsmanship, and
he had acquired minute precizion
of drawing. Influenced also as he
was by the lovely works of the old
painters of Florence, Milan and
Umbria, he was hardly likely to
found his etching manner on the
free and spontaneous linear ex-
amples of Rembrandt or Whistler
pbut was. pbound to use the etching
needle in his own way,

Malcolm C. Salamon, art critic
and authority on prints wrote in
1928 of Brockhurst—

“Through the whole range of
original etching, from past to pres-
ent times, you may look in vain
for an exponent of the art quite
comparable with Gerald L. Brock-

hurst. Never having had the least
instuetion in the craft of etching,
his methods have alwigs been in-
dependent hig every essay upon the
copper - having been in the nature
of a deliberate experiment .....
Brockhurst holds a position, in fact,
among contemporary etchers that
is absolutely unique, not alone for
the tonal capacity of his technique,
with its exquisiteness of finish, the
flesh touch being reduced almost
to stippling, but also in the limita-
tion of his subject matter, with the
exception of a few plates, the
range of his etching has been in-
spired by a ‘dream of fair women',
evolved chiefly from one woman,
his wife, a native of the Basque
provinces, in whose rich tempera-
ment he has found depths and
shallows that have offered to his
needle, his pencil, and his paint-
brush.  suggestions of the most
subtly adaptable feminine psychol-
(o) R Brockhurst loves to jmp'i-
cate problems of feminine &v}gh-
ology in his etchings and X
ercise every nuance of his art and
his craftsmanship in giving actu-
ality to what is in his mind.... .
By 1924 Brockhurst had reached a
point in his career of etcher when
the mastery of his amazing crafts-
manship was acknowledged, and a
new plate of his—so marvellously
minute in its delineation of varfous
textures that it was difficult to be=
lieve he relied unaided on his own
natural keenness of eyesight—be-
came almost an event in the year's
engraving.”

Melisande is prepar to go
out, she is wearing a broad -
ed soft felt hat, and her jacket she
is fastening by a broach, but by
the delicate care with which her
hands are operating in accord with
her up-tilted chin, and her down-
ward glancing eyes, we know she
is facing a mirror, though but the
merest  suggestion of it are
we allowed to see: It is a sadly pen-
sive face, this of Melisande’s
s ishe fhans 1imtd {)‘3 care for the
choice of a hat, nking ;‘:rob&bly
that, any old thing will guffice, but
the broach may serve for a sym-
bol, and must he set at a signifi- |
can angle ..... There is gentle
poetry in her young face, so deli-
cately shaped, and to her only
simple, tender words must be
spoken, but those full lips may in
time respond to the urgings of a
passionate nature. Meanwhile, let
us rejoice at Brockhurst's exquisite
drawing and craftsmanship that
can give us so vivid a vision of
youthtul beauty with all its poetic
suggestions....In this year, 1920,
Brockhurst ranged through ict-
uresque feminine names seeg.ing
titles for the heads of the young
girls that he etched—Paquita,
Anals, Clytie, Zelie, Amandy and
Yolande, the last a beautifull
wrought head of Mrs. Brockhurst.
He put The Artist's Mother upon
Copper, as all good etchers do,
following the supreme example of
Rembrandt, and the head of his
friend Henry Rushbury claimed
the art of his needle in the first
year of his eftching....In ‘Study
for a Decoration’ Brockhurst for
the moment breaks away from the
precision of full tone which has
characterized the various embodi-
ments of his ‘Dream of Fair Wo-
men,’ and here he entrusts to a
rich insinuating line the living
curves of the maiden's form in

of her garment, and the nonchal-
ant poise of her head. What is she
going to decorate? In what scheme
of living rhythms is she to take
her place?..... The Black Silk
Dress’ is indeed a triumph, a tri-
umph in the rendering of facts
challenging comparison with any
achieved by even the greatest en-
gravers; who else, barring, of
course, Rembrandt with his ‘Great

Jewish Bride,’ has given us a young
woman o uncompromisingly real
and vivid? Her very hat with its
band of light ribbon and its wealth
of dark feathers, seems to live on
her head, from which the hair falls
over her neck to below her waist
in long coruscating waves, Brock-
hurst and his needle seem to have
picked out the very texture of the
silk dress with its sleeves of ligh-
ter material daintl'y laced at the
wrists, even to the very warp and
weft, so actually does it clothe her
youne body, while from the shoul-
der that begins to conceal {tsell,
we can almost feel beneath the
sleeve the lovely slender arm sug-
gested by the soft hand. Yet it is
gl1 pictorially composed and balanc-
ed harmoniously, even to the in=-
dication of the antique chair with
the piece of porcelain at the back.
But there is a questioning sternness
about the face with no laughing
suggestion of the lighter moods.
Brockhurst seemed for the nonce
to be less concerned with any
changing phases of her woman's
temperament than with the real-
istic aspect of her clothes and her
hair.....Jn The Two Melisander's
the etcher has discarded fulness
of tone tave in some delicate strlﬂﬂ-
ingof the flesh, and with sensitive
and supple line has suggested in this
{)icture of the young mother and
her babe all the fond and tender
meaning of motherhood, This lovely
print marks a stage in Brockhurst's
etching career, what will be his
next step? Will it take him nearer
to simplicity, or can it be that he
has still further to go toward the
elaborate consummation of tone.
