REVOLUTIONIZING
BIFLE: SHOOTING

PARIS, Oct. 6.—(Special).—An ob-
scure inventor named Sava Rogozea
had just demonstrated discoveries
which promise to revolutionize rifle
firing. Hie invention consists of a
special cartridge and double inflam-
mable bullet primarily designed for
the destruction of airships.

In his experiments Rogozea used an
old gun built in 1830. - Although his
cartridge was filled with black pow-
der spectators:were astonished to see
neither smoke, flash nor recoil as he
fired, the strange long bullet travell-
ing Hleet and straight to the butt in-
stead of executing a series of irregu-
lar bounds as it should have done ac-
cording to accepted ballistic laws.
The bullet carried 1,200 metres, but
it is calculated that with a modern
rifle it would have carried 3,000 met-
res (about two miles).

Rogozea also, says he has invented
a cannon costing only 300 francs, or

about  $60, easily carried py two
men, which can throw a shell 7,000
metres.
