The government sald the inter-
cepted telegrams linked the Jew-
ish leaders Moshe Shertok, Bern-
ard Joseph, David Ben Gurion aud
others with ammad attacks by the
three Jewish ‘illegal para-military
organizations,” Hagana, Irqun Zval
Leumi and the Stern Gang

Shertok, Joseph and other ar-
rested leaders of the Jewish agency
still are in confinement in the
Latrun detention camp,

‘The Jewish ggency consists of
toth Zionists and non-Zionists and
is recognized by the British and
Palestine governments as the agency
for the Jewish pcople in matters
pertaining to Jewish immigration
and the Jewish national home.

Executed In
Yugoslavia

ROME, July 24 (AP)—A Vatican
source said today that an estimate
that more than 200 priests had
been executed in Yugoslavia since
the end of the war was “not, ac-
cording to Vatican information,
exaggerated.”

He comnfented inreply to quest-
fons about a New York Times
dispatch quoting travellers from

elgrade as saying Premier Mar-
shal Tito's aati-Catholic cam-
paign of terrorism had resulted in
the death of ,230 priests, 198 with-
out trial, from April, 1944, to May
15, 1946, which includes both war
and post-war periods.

Churchmen inside and outskde
Yugoslavia said a minimum of
400 Roman Catholic priests  had
been tried since the war ended.
Because of secrecy surrounding
most of the Yugoslav court hear-
ings, it was impossible to say
precisely how many had been put
to death.

A ranking Vatican prelate, in
close touch with church affairs in
castern Europe, sald his inform-
ation was that conditions were ¥
unchenged in Yugoslavia and .hat
persecutions of the church are
continuing.

Msgr. Ritiz, a _ Catholic priest
who sided with Tito's partisans
during the occupation and now 1s
minister in the Croatian govern-
ment, told newspapermen in Bel-
grade recently he did not know
how many Catholic priests had
been executed, but that most of |
those convicted were accused 'of
collaboration with the Germans.

The persecution of the shurcn
has been based on the govern=-
ment’s assertions that Catholic

priests were organizing and
porting armed bands cf
ground warfare against
regime.

The Yugoslav government
based its attacks against
church on assertions that the
clergy supPorted units which
fought against the partisans dur-
ing the war. Church schools are
not allowed to operate. Church
lands have been confiscated. The
w;rk of priests has been hamper-
ed.

The Serb Orthodox church, with
its spiritual centre in Belgrade, is
affected no less by the Yugoslav
anti-church program. But the
charge of collaboration seldom is
levelled against priests of the
Orthodox Church.

GERMANS EXPELLED
