OTTAWA, Ont., Ott. 9—Two offici-
als. of the 'British post office depart-
ment were in Ottawa today discussing
the' improvements in the ' dis-
tribution of British Canadian mails
{i""this and the mother country.

The officials are Robert Bruce, com-|
ptroller of the London postal dis-trict,
and William Pugh, of the same de-|
partment. The reduction of postal
rhtes on both letters and printed
matters passing between Britain and
Canada has resulted in a great in-
crease in the amount of mail matter
handled and has given rise to prob-
lans of distribution at either end for
which these ‘two gentlemen and the
heads of the Canadian post are work-
ing out a solution. It is expacted
that an improvement in the trans-
Atlantic service and greater expedi-
tion in the forwarding of mail matter
to its destination will result.
