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EDITORIAL NOTES.

When Capt Eulate of the Viscaya,
visited New York, shortly before the
war began, thera was much angry
feeling against him and bismen be-
cause of the then recent destruction
of the Maine. As he sailed out of the
harbor he let goa carrier pigeon,
which brought back to New York the
words—“‘A message of peace and good
will to the United States.”. This
little incident produced a very favor-
able impression of the Spanish com-
mander. He ‘had his reward the
other day, when after his fine ship
had been destroyed, he was received
on board the Iowa and tendered his
sword to Capt Evans. The latter,
with a friendly gestiure declined to re-
ceive it, but grasped the hand of the
Spanish officer and welcomed him to
the hospitality gf the ship. Capt
Eulate was much affested, When
later Admiral Cervera came on board,
he ‘was received, not a8 a prisoper,
] but with the honors due to an  Admir
al. Captain Eulate wae there, Wear
ing the sword that Captain Evane
had refused to accept and he pointed
to it with pathetic pride, as he told
of the reception accorded him by the
Iowa’s captain. Such courtesies from
the victors in some measure softened
the pangs of defeat to the Spanish of-
ficers.

We have been buying of Germany
about $6,493,000 and selling to Ger-
many about $1,000,000 worth yearly.
If the Kaiser is foolish enough to per-
sist in refusing us “most favored na-
tion” treatment simply because we ex-
tend a preference to Britain, Germany
will probably be a much greater loser
than Canada. What is evidently
feared by Germany is that the ex-
ample set by Canada will be followed
by many, or all other British colonies,
and the German desire is to check
this movement. The fear is no doubt
well-founded, but neither Kaiser nor
King can stop the movement toward
freer tradethroughout the British Em-
Pll'e.

It is intended
to send consignments once a month
without regard to whether there is an
R in the name of the month or not.
The oysters are in blocks of eight and
fifteen dozen. They will be put on
the London market at eight shillings
a hundrea. The demand is very great.
Now, if our beds bad not been deplet-
ed, or if they were renewed so as to
be again largelv productive, here
would be a fine opening for business
in the cold storage line.

During the five months of this year
to June 1st the C P R sold 164,308
acres of its lands valued at $526,—
