When you are Working overtime—
smile! You mightn't feel like doing
so, but, according to the latest sta-
tistics, you are gualifying for a long
life, especially if your work is phy-
sical and out of doors.
A certain Dr. Virgll A. Davis has
been finding out what makes people
live a long time. It has taken him
twelve months to do so, and one of
his subjects was the oldest woman
in the civilized world—age 138.
Out of 381 men and 291 women of
90 years or more, the largest num-
ber were farmers, and, after them
came carpenters and merchants.
Most of the old people had worked
hard all their lives, and had always
had plenty of fresh air and ventila-
tion.
Environment was found of more
importance  than heredity, and
blondes were found much more in-
clined to long life thian brunettes.
Fat men and women did not figuro
in the venerable group, aund bald
heads were not conspicuous.
Stimulants, including tea and cof-
foe, were very sparingly induiged in.
Meat was not eaten more than once
a day, and all the meals were of very
moderate quantity.
It seems that temperancd, ventlla-
tion, hard work, sufficient sleep, wmilk
or water for beverage, have beeun the
general rules of these long livers;
but one point must be remembered
—these virtues must not be pursued
with a martyred air or a long face.
One of the good old rules which the
doctor’s investigations have verified
is the fact that laughter and cheer-
ful interests are better than medi-
cine. All his subjects were great
laughers and never worried.
