Hundreds of men, women and
children gathered at the Brainard
temple long before 3 o'clock yester-
day and whén that ‘hour arrived
every available seat' in the temple
was occupled and there was not an
inch of standing roomleft. The
crowd which gathered outside the
temple blocked traffic and a de-
tachment of policemen was neces-
sary to detour traffic from Green
and Starr streets; there was hardly
space for the vehicles conveying
the immediate tamily to get|
through to the front of the temple;
nearby porches and verandahs were
packed. )

Of it all, civic, fraternal and mili-
tary honors, perhaps no feature
will remain o touching with the
family of the late sailor as the all-
night vigil maintained beside the
casket by Machinist  J. M. Rekos,
upon whom it fell to enlist Hodiges
in the navy and with whom
Hodges served as shipmate and pal
for several years,

deeply moved by the loss of his
friend and soon &affer’ihe trégedy
he visited Hodges” mother, Mrs.
