years after.

The holly fern asks only that you
keep it out of drafts, away from
excessive heat—and please will you
give it a good bath about once a
week. Set the pot in a pail of
water until air bubbles stop rising
and soil s saturated.

A delightful companion for these
two is the strawberry begbnia, with
its trailing variegated leaves.
