ROAD — Fire completely destroyed
the large barn of Mr. Glennie
MacLean, Union Road, yesterday
afternoon.

GRASSHOPPERS CAUSE DAM-
AGE.—Farmers throughout the pro-
vince are complaining about damage
from grasshoppers to their crops.
 The district affected most is the
| eastern section of the province
| where the insects appear to be the
most numerous. The insects attack
| hotato fields which are situated
| next to hay fields and eat the first
row of potatoes, leaving only the
stalks. If not checked they go to
I'the next row. They also infest the
grain fields, and sever the little
string connecting the oat head with
the stalk, with the result that the
oat falls to the ground, The plague
of grasshoppers is not very bad yet
| and can be checked, but if this is
not done soon the situation will te
serious, Hon. W. H. Dennis, Minis-
I'ter of Agriculture, said last night,
{Mr. Dennis gave a formula which
(will kill the insect. This formula
[ appears in a Forum letter by him
| which is to be found in today'’s is-
'sue. The infection is not as serious
as one which visited the province
 two years ago, Mr. Dennis stated.

‘No Red Light
To Child Army

NEW YORK, Aug. 28—(CP)—In
a graphically-illustrated pamphlet
entitled “The Bombers are Com-
ing”, the United States Committee
for the care of European Children,
Inc., has presented to the Ameri-
can public its need for $5,000,000
to take care of the thousands of
children the organization hopes
will land here soon from Britain,

“The bombers will not wait,” is
the theme running through ~the
appeal of the organization, whose
honorarfv president is Mrs, Eleanor
Roosevelt and whose -active work-
ers are headed by Marshall Fleld,
store magnate,

Detailing the steps taken here to

U.S. Prepares
For Roll Call
Of Aliens |

WASHINGTON, Aug. 28 — (AP)
—The United States Government
completed major preparations to-
day for what officlals sald would
be a quiet, business-like roll call
of aliens.

The huge task of registering and
fingerprinting approximately 3,-
600,000 non-citizens will begin
without special ceremony tomorrow
In 7,300 postoffices. Trained postal
employees will be awaiting visits
from aliens, who have been the
objective of an intensive educa-
tional campaign since the registra-
tlon bill was signed by President
Roosevelt June 28.

Earl G. Harrison, who left a
Philadelphia law practice to direct
the registration, announced that
the set-up was “completely ready.”

Fifteen questlons will be asked
adults, covering personal identifi-
cation, time and manner of entry
into the United States, occup-
ation, criminal and military re-
cords and general activities,

a foreign government,
